BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF MONTANA: 5 

 6 

NEW SECTION. Section 1.   Individual income tax rebate. (1) A qualified taxpayer that is entitled to 7 

an individual income tax rebate pursuant to [ section 2 of House Bill No. 192] may increase the amount of the 8 

filing status limit s in [section 2(1)(b) of House Bill No. 192] by the bonus amounts provided in subsection (2). In 9 

administering the income tax rebate, the department shall add the bonus to the filing status limits and update 10 

any rebate forms to reflect the additional amount. 11 

(2) (a) Subject to subsection (2)(c), the amount of the bonus for a single taxpayer, a head of 12 

household, or a married taxpayer filing a separate return is the quotient of the appropriation in [section 3 39 ] 13 

divided by 3 50,000. 14 

(b) Subject to subsection (2)(c), the amount of the bonus for a married couple filing a joint return is 15 

double the amount provided for in subsection (2)(a). 16 

(c) The department shall round the quotients provided for in subsections (2)(a) and (2)(b) 17 

downward to the nearest $1. 18 

(3) The bonus provided for in this section is administered as part of the individual income tax 19 

rebate provided for in [House Bill No. 192]. Any income tax rebate received that is based on this section is 20 

exempt from taxation under this chapter. 21

THE DOLLAR AMOUNT LIMITATIONS FOR TAX YEAR 2022 AND TAX YEAR 2023 AND UPDATE ANY REBATE FORMS TO 27 

REFLECT THE ADDITIONAL AMOUNT. 28 
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(2) (A) SUBJECT TO SUBSECTION (2)(D), THE AMOUNT OF THE BONUS FOR TAX YEAR 2022 IS HALF OF THE 1 

AMOUNT PROVIDED FOR IN SUBSECTION (2)(C). 2 

(B) SUBJECT TO SUBSECTION (2)(C), THE AMOUNT OF THE BONUS FOR TAX YEAR 2023 IS HALF OF THE 3 

AMOUNT PROVIDED FOR IN SUBSECTION (2)(C). 4 

(C) THE PRELIMINARY BONUS AMOUNT IS THE QUOTIENT OF THE APPROPRIATION IN [SECTION 6] DIVIDED BY 5 

284,343. 6 

(D) THE DEPARTMENT SHALL ROUND THE QUOTIENTS PROVIDED FOR IN SUBSECTIONS (2)(A) AND (2)(B) 7 

DOWNWARD TO THE NEAREST $1. 8 

(3) THE BONUS PROVIDED FOR IN THIS SECTION IS ADMINISTERED AS PART OF THE PROPERTY TAX REBATE 9 

PROVIDED FOR IN [HOUSE BILL NO. 222]. ANY PROPERTY TAX REBATE RECEIVED THAT IS BASED ON THIS SECTION IS 10 

EXEMPT FROM TAXATION UNDER THIS CHAPTER 30. 11

NEW SECTION. SECTION 2.   MONTANA HOUSING INFRASTRUCTURE REVOLVING LOAN FUND ACCOUNT. (1) 13 

THERE IS A MONTANA HOUSING INFRASTRUCTURE REVOLVING LOAN FUND ACCOUNT WITHIN THE STATE SPECIAL 14 

REVENUE FUND TYPE ESTABLISHED IN 17-2-102 TO THE CREDIT OF THE BOARD OF INVESTMENTS. MONEY DEPOSITED IN 15 

THE ACCOUNT ESTABLISHED IN THIS SECTION MUST BE INVESTED BY THE BOARD OF INVESTMENTS AS PROVIDED BY LAW. 16 

(2) THE PRINCIPAL OF THE ACCOUNT MAY ONLY BE APPROPRIATED BY A VOTE OF TWO-THIRDS OF THE 17 

MEMBERS OF EACH HOUSE OF THE LEGISLATURE. 18

(1) TO INCREASE HOME OWNERSHIP AND PROVIDE MORE LONG-TERM RENTAL OPPORTUNITY; 22 

(2) TO INCREASE HOUSING SUPPLY AND OFFER DIVERSE HOUSING TYPES TO MEET THE NEEDS OF 23 

POPULATION GROWTH; AND 24 

(3) TO CREATE PARTNERSHIPS BETWEEN THE STATE, LOCAL GOVERNMENTS, PRIVATE SECTOR 25 

DEVELOPERS, AND APPLICANTS FOR RESIDENTIAL DEVELOPMENT TO FINANCE NECESSARY INFRASTRUCTURE FOR 26

Section 3. Section 15-31-1007, MCA, is amended to read: 10 

"15-31-1007. (Temporary) Tax credit for media production. (1) Subject to 15-31-1010 and through 11 

the tax year ending December 31, 2029 2033, a production company and its affiliates are allowed a credit 12 

against the taxes imposed by chapter 30 and this chapter for investments in a state-certified production 13 

approved by the department of commerce as provided in 15-31-1004 and 15-31-1005. The credit is for the base 14 

investment made up to 6 months before state certification through completion of the project. The credit must be 15 

claimed for the period July 1, 2019, through December 31, 2020, in which the production expenditures were 16 

incurred or the compensation was paid unless the credit is transferred to the next tax year because the limits 17 

provided for in 15-31-1010 have been met. For periods after December 31, 2020, the credit must be claimed for 18 

the year in which the production expenditures were incurred or the compensation was paid unless the credit is 19 

transferred to the next tax year because the limits provided for in 15-31-1010 have been met. 20 

(2) To claim the credit provided for in this section: 21 

(a) the production company or its affiliate must have applied to the department of commerce as 22 

provided in 15-31-1005 and been approved to claim or transfer the credit; or 23 

(b) the taxpayer must be the entity to which a credit approved pursuant to 15-31-1005 and this section 24 

was transferred. 25 

(3) (a) The credit is equal to 20% of the production expenditures in the state in the tax year, plus the 26 

additional amounts provided for in subsection (3)(b), but may not in the aggregate exceed 35% of the 27 

production company's base investment in the tax year. 28 
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(b) Additional amounts for which the credit may be claimed are: 1 

(i) 25% of the compensation paid per production or season of a television series to each crew 2 

member or production staff member who is a resident, not to exceed a $150,000 credit per person; 3 

(ii) 15% of the compensation paid per production or season of a television series to each crew member 4 

or production staff member who is not a resident but for whom Montana income taxes have been withheld, not 5 

to exceed a $150,000 credit per person; 6 

(iii) 20% of the first $7.5 million of compensation paid per production or season of a television series to 7 

each actor, director, producer, or writer for whom Montana income taxes have been withheld; 8 

(iv) 30% of compensation paid per production or season of a television series to a student enrolled in a 9 

Montana college or university who works on the production for college credit. The credit may not exceed 10 

$50,000 per student. If a credit provided for in this subsection (3)(b)(iv) is claimed for an enrolled student, the 11 

credits provided for in subsections (3)(b)(i) through (3)(b)(iii) may not be claimed for the same enrolled student. 12 

(v) an additional 10% of payments made to a Montana college or university for stage rentals, 13 

equipment rentals, or location fees for filming on campus; 14 

(vi) an additional 10% of all in-studio facility and equipment rental expenditures incurred in this state for 15 

a production that rents a studio for 20 days or more; 16 

(vii) an additional 5% for production expenditures made in an underserved area; and 17 

(viii) an additional 5% of the base investment in the state if the state-certified production includes a 18 

Montana screen credit furnished by the state as provided in 15-31-1004(7). 19 

(4) If one production company makes a production expenditure to hire another production company to 20 

produce a project or contribute elements of a project for pay, the hired production company is considered a 21 

service provider for the hiring company and the hiring company is entitled to claim the credit for all expenditures 22 

that are incurred in the state. 23 

(5) Any unused credit may be carried forward for 5 years or may be transferred as provided in 15-31-24

(1) Subject to 15-31-24 

1010 and through the tax year ending December 31, 2029 2033, a production company and its affiliates are 25 

allowed a credit against the taxes imposed by chapter 30 and this chapter for investments in a state-certified 26 

production approved by the department of commerce as provided in 15-31-1004 and 15-31-1005. The credit is 27 

for the base investment made up to 6 months before state certification through completion of the project.

expenditures were incurred or the compensation was paid unless the credit is transferred to the next tax year 2 

because the limits provided for in 15-31-1010 have been met.

2029 2033, a postproduction company that has incurred qualified postproduction wages in the tax year is 13 

allowed a credit against the taxes imposed by chapter 30 and this chapter if the taxpayer applies to the 14 

department of commerce as provided in 15-31-1004 and to the department of revenue as provided in 15-31-15 

1005 and is approved to claim the credit. 16 

(2) The tax credit is equal to 25% of qualified postproduction wages incurred in the state. 17 

(3) A tax credit claimed under this section may not exceed the postproduction company's total 18 

compensation paid to employees working in this state for the tax year in which the credit is claimed. 19 

(4) The tax credit allowed by this section may not be refunded if the taxpayer has no tax liability. Any 20 

unused credit may be carried forward for 5 years. 21 

(5) A taxpayer claiming a credit shall include with the tax return the following information: 22 

(a) the amount of tax credit claimed for the tax year; 23 

(b) the amount of the tax credit previously claimed; 24

(1) A statutory 20 

appropriation is an appropriation made by permanent law that authorizes spending by a state agency without 21 

the need for a biennial legislative appropriation or budget amendment. 22 

(2) Except as provided in subsection (4), to be effective, a statutory appropriation must comply with 23 

both of the following provisions: 24 

(a) The law containing the statutory authority must be listed in subsection (3). 25 

(b) The law or portion of the law making a statutory appropriation must specifically state that a 26 

statutory appropriation is made as provided in this section. 27 

(3) The following laws are the only laws containing statutory appropriations: 2-17-105; 5-11-120; 5-28

revenue account to the credit of the department of administration, then the state treasurer shall transfer $100 16 

million from the general fund to the pension state special revenue account by June 30, 2023. 17

House Bill No. 424 and [this act] are passed and approved, if House Bill No. 424 creates a pension state 20 

special revenue account to the credit of the department of administration, and if House Bill No. 587 is not 21 

passed and approved, then, only for the biennium beginning July 1, 2023, if the budget director certifies a 22 

projected ending general fund balance for the biennium of less than 6% of general fund appropriations in the 23 

second fiscal year of the biennium the governor may authorize a transfer from the account in [section 8 of 24 

House Bill No. 424] to the general fund not to exceed one-half of the balance of the account in [section 8 of 25 

House Bill No. 424] prior to any other transfers out of the account. 26

COORDINATION SECTION. Section 14. Coordination instruction -- House Bill No. 424 and 28 
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House Bill No. 587. If House Bill No. 424, House Bill No. 587, and [this act] are passed and approved, and if 1 

House Bill No. 424 creates a pension state special revenue account to the credit of the department of 2 

administration, then, only for the biennium beginning July 1, 2023, if the budget director certifies a projected 3 

ending general fund balance for the biennium of less than 6% of general revenue appropriations in the second 4 

fiscal year of the biennium the governor may authorize a transfer from the account in [section 8 of House Bill 5 

No. 424] to the general fund not to exceed one-half of the balance of the account in [section 8 of House Bill No. 6 

424] prior to any other transfers out of the account. 7

COORDINATION SECTION. Section 15. Coordination instruction -- Senate Bill No. 536. If both 9 

Senate Bill No. 536 and [this act] are passed and approved, then:  10

(2) the transfer provided for in [section 4 of Senate Bill No. 536] is $80 million; and 12 

(3) [section 6 of Senate Bill No. 536] must be amended to read: "If both House Bill No. 2 and [this 13 

act] are passed and approved and if House Bill No. 2 includes an appropriation of at least $80 million to the 14 

department of transportation for the purposes of [this act], then the appropriation in House Bill No. 2 for the 15 

purposes of [this act] is void."

city-county government, each entity must be considered to have separate city and county boundaries. The city 27 

limit boundaries are the last official city limit boundaries for the former city unless revised boundaries based on 28 
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the location of the urban area have been approved by the department of transportation and must be used to 1 

determine city and county populations and road mileages in the following manner: 2 

(i) Percentage factors must be calculated to determine separate populations for the city and rural 3 

county by using the last official decennial federal census population figures that recognized an incorporated city 4 

and the rural county. The factors must be based on the ratio of the city to the rural county population, 5 

considering the total population in the county minus the population of any other incorporated city or town in the 6 

county. 7 

(ii) The city and county populations must be calculated by multiplying the total county population, 8 

as determined by the latest official decennial census or the latest interim year population estimates from the 9 

Montana department of commerce as supplied by the United States bureau of the census, minus the population 10 

of any other incorporated city or town in that county, by the factors established in subsection (4)(a)(i). 11 

(b) The amount allocated by this method for the city and the county must be combined, and a 12 

single allocation must be made to the consolidated city-county government." 13

COORDINATION SECTION. Section 18. Coordination instruction -- House Bill No. 587. If both 15 

House Bill No. 587 and [this act] are passed and approved, then [section 1 of House Bill No. 587] must be 16 

amended to read: 17 

"NEW SECTION 1.  School equalization and property tax reduction account -- uses. (1) There is 18 

a school equalization and property tax reduction account in the state special revenue fund. Contingent on 19 

appropriation by the legislature, money in the account is for distribution to school districts as the second source 20 

of funding for state equalization aid as provided in 20-9-343. At fiscal yearend, any fund balance in the account 21 

exceeding what was appropriated must be transferred to the guarantee account established in 20-9-622. 22 

(2) The account receives revenue as described in 20-9-331, 20-9-333, and 20-9-360. 23 

(3) Beginning in fiscal year 2025, each December the superintendent of public instruction shall 24 

forecast the amount of revenue the account will receive in that fiscal year by dividing the sum of the taxable 25 

value of all property in the state reported by the department of revenue pursuant to 20-9-369 by 1,000 to 26 

determine a statewide value mill and then multiplying that amount by 95 mills, or the number of mills calculated 27 

by the department of revenue under 15-10-420(8) for the applicable fiscal year. If the forecasted amount differs 28 
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from the amount determined through the same calculation in the prior fiscal year by $2 million or more and is: 1 

(a) less, then the superintendent shall: 2 

(i) decrease the multiplier used to calculate the statewide elementary and high school guaranteed 3 

tax base ratios used for funding BASE budgets under 20-9-366 to the nearest whole number determined by the 4 

superintendent to result in a decrease in the amount of guaranteed tax base aid distributed to eligible school 5 

districts equal to 85% of the decrease in the calculated amount between the 2 years; and 6 

(ii) decrease the multiplier used to calculate the statewide elementary and high school mill value 7 

per ANB for school retirement guaranteed tax base purposes under 20-9-366 to the nearest whole number 8 

determined by the superintendent to result in a decrease in the amount of retirement guaranteed tax base aid 9 

distributed to eligible school districts equal to 15% of the decrease in the calculated amount between the 2 10 

years; 11 

(b) more, then the superintendent shall increase the multipliers used in the guaranteed tax base 12 

formulas under 20-9-366 and in the formula for school major maintenance aid under 20-9-525 to the nearest 13 

whole number by an amount calculated by the superintendent to result in an increase in the amount of 14 

guaranteed tax base aid and school major maintenance aid distributed to eligible counties and school districts 15 

equal to one-third of the increase in the calculated amount between the 2 years in the following order, with any 16 

amount exceeding the caps under subsections (3)(b)(i) through (3)(b)(iii) flowing to the next mechanism: 17 

(i) first, the multiplier used in calculating the statewide mill value per elementary and high school 18 

ANB for retirement purposes, not to exceed 305%; 19 

(ii) second, the multiplier used in calculating the amount of state school major maintenance aid 20 

support for each dollar of local effort, not to exceed 365%; and 21 

(iii) third, the multiplier used in calculating the facility guaranteed mill value per ANB for school 22 

facility entitlement guaranteed tax base purposes, not to exceed 300%. 23 

(4) (a) The adjustments to the multipliers under subsection (3) are applicable to state equalization 24 

aid distributions in the fiscal year following the adjustment. 25 

(b) Adjustments to the multipliers made under subsection (3) remain in effect in subsequent years 26 

unless further changed under 20-9-366 or subsection (3) of this section or as otherwise provided by law." 27

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COORDINATION SECTION. Section 19. Coordination instruction -- House Bill No. 856. If both 1 

House Bill No. 856 and [this act] are passed and approved, then [section 14(4) of House Bill No. 856 must be 2 

amended to read:  3 

"(4) There is appropriated $70 million from the capital developments long-range building program 4 

account in the capital projects fund type provided for in 17-7-209, to the department of administration for the 5 

department renovation of the capitol complex offices and the implementation of the 2022 Montana remote and 6 

office workspace study project for the biennium beginning July 1, 2023." 7

COORDINATION SECTION. Section 20. Coordination instruction. If both House Bill No. 5 and 9 

[this act] are passed and approved, then the appropriations to the DOC Flathead County Prerelease Center in 10 

House Bill No. 5 are void. 11
