BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF MONTANA: 4

NEW SECTION. Section 1.   Individual income tax rebate. (1) A qualified taxpayer that is entitled to 6 

an individual income tax rebate pursuant to [ section 2 of House Bill No. 192] may increase the amount of the 7 

filing status limit s in [section 2(1)(b) of House Bill No. 192] by the bonus amounts provided in subsection (2). In 8 

administering the income tax rebate, the department shall add the bonus to the filing status limits and update 9 

any rebate forms to reflect the additional amount. 10 

(2) (a) Subject to subsection (2)(c), the amount of the bonus for a single taxpayer, a head of 11 

household, or a married taxpayer filing a separate return is the quotient of the appropriation in [section 3 39 ] 12 

divided by 3 50,000. 13 

(b) Subject to subsection (2)(c), the amount of the bonus for a married couple filing a joint return is 14 

double the amount provided for in subsection (2)(a). 15 

(c) The department shall round the quotients provided for in subsections (2)(a) and (2)(b) 16 

downward to the nearest $1. 17 

(3) The bonus provided for in this section is administered as part of the individual income tax 18 

rebate provided for in [House Bill No. 192]. Any income tax rebate received that is based on this section is 19 

exempt from taxation under this chapter. 20

NEW SECTION. SECTION 1. PROPERTY TAX REBATE. (1) A TAXPAYER THAT IS ENTITLED TO A REBATE OF 22 

MONTANA PROPERTY TAXES PAID PURSUANT TO [SECTIONS 1 THROUGH 3 OF HOUSE BILL NO. 222] MAY INCREASE THE 23 

DOLLAR AMOUNT LIMITS OF THE REBATES IN [SECTION 2(1)(A) AND (1)(B) OF HOUSE BILL NO. 222] BY THE BONUS 24 

AMOUNTS PROVIDED IN SUBSECTION (2). IN ADMINISTERING THE REBATE, THE DEPARTMENT SHALL ADD THE BONUS TO 25 

THE DOLLAR AMOUNT LIMITATIONS FOR TAX YEAR 2022 AND TAX YEAR 2023 AND UPDATE ANY REBATE FORMS TO 26 

REFLECT THE ADDITIONAL AMOUNT. 27 

(2) (A) SUBJECT TO SUBSECTION (2)(D), THE AMOUNT OF THE BONUS FOR TAX YEAR 2022 IS HALF OF THE 28 
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AMOUNT PROVIDED FOR IN SUBSECTION (2)(C). 1 

(B) SUBJECT TO SUBSECTION (2)(C), THE AMOUNT OF THE BONUS FOR TAX YEAR 2023 IS HALF OF THE 2 

AMOUNT PROVIDED FOR IN SUBSECTION (2)(C). 3 

(C) THE PRELIMINARY BONUS AMOUNT IS THE QUOTIENT OF THE APPROPRIATION IN [SECTION 6] DIVIDED BY 4 

284,343. 5 

(D) THE DEPARTMENT SHALL ROUND THE QUOTIENTS PROVIDED FOR IN SUBSECTIONS (2)(A) AND (2)(B) 6 

DOWNWARD TO THE NEAREST $1. 7 

(3) THE BONUS PROVIDED FOR IN THIS SECTION IS ADMINISTERED AS PART OF THE PROPERTY TAX REBATE 8 

PROVIDED FOR IN [HOUSE BILL NO. 222]. ANY PROPERTY TAX REBATE RECEIVED THAT IS BASED ON THIS SECTION IS 9 

EXEMPT FROM TAXATION UNDER THIS CHAPTER. 10

NEW SECTION. SECTION 2.   MONTANA HOUSING INFRASTRUCTURE REVOLVING LOAN FUND ACCOUNT. (1) 12 

THERE IS A MONTANA HOUSING INFRASTRUCTURE REVOLVING LOAN FUND ACCOUNT WITHIN THE STATE SPECIAL 13 

REVENUE FUND TYPE ESTABLISHED IN 17-2-102 TO THE CREDIT OF THE BOARD OF INVESTMENTS. MONEY DEPOSITED IN 14 

THE ACCOUNT ESTABLISHED IN THIS SECTION MUST BE INVESTED BY THE BOARD OF INVESTMENTS AS PROVIDED BY LAW. 15 

(2) THE PRINCIPAL OF THE ACCOUNT MAY ONLY BE APPROPRIATED BY A VOTE OF TWO-THIRDS OF THE 16 

MEMBERS OF EACH HOUSE OF THE LEGISLATURE. 17

NEW SECTION. SECTION 3.  PURPOSE. THE PURPOSE OF THE LOANS MADE AND THE BONDS OR OTHER 19 

SECURITIES ISSUED AND PURCHASED PURSUANT TO [SECTIONS 2 THROUGH 6] ARE: 20 

(1) TO INCREASE HOME OWNERSHIP AND PROVIDE MORE LONG-TERM RENTAL OPPORTUNITY; 21 

(2) TO INCREASE HOUSING SUPPLY AND OFFER DIVERSE HOUSING TYPES TO MEET THE NEEDS OF 22 

POPULATION GROWTH; AND 23 

(3) TO CREATE PARTNERSHIPS BETWEEN THE STATE, LOCAL GOVERNMENTS, PRIVATE SECTOR 24 

DEVELOPERS, AND APPLICANTS FOR RESIDENTIAL DEVELOPMENT TO FINANCE NECESSARY INFRASTRUCTURE FOR 25 

HOUSING. 26

BOARD OF INVESTMENTS MAY MAKE LOANS FROM THE ACCOUNT ESTABLISHED IN [SECTION 2] TO AN ELIGIBLE 10 

GOVERNMENT UNIT AS DEFINED IN 17-5-1604 OR AN APPLICANT FOR RESIDENTIAL DEVELOPMENT TO COVER THE COSTS 11 

OF DEMOLITION OR EXPANDING OR EXTENDING WATER, WASTEWATER, STORM WATER, STREET, ROAD, CURB, GUTTER, 12 

AND SIDEWALK INFRASTRUCTURE TO SERVE NEW OR REHABILITATED RESIDENTIAL DEVELOPMENT. 13 

(2) THE BOARD OF INVESTMENTS MAY PURCHASE UP TO 50% OF A BOND OR OTHER SECURITY ISSUED IN 14 

ACCORDANCE WITH STATE LAW BY AN ELIGIBLE GOVERNMENT UNIT AS DEFINED IN 17-5-1604 TO COVER ALL OR A 15 

PORTION OF COSTS OF EXPANDING OR EXTENDING WATER, WASTEWATER, STORM WATER, STREET, ROAD, CURB, 16 

GUTTER, AND SIDEWALK INFRASTRUCTURE TO SERVE NEW OR REHABILITATED RESIDENTIAL DEVELOPMENT AT AN 17

(B) IF AN ELIGIBLE GOVERNMENT UNIT IS THE ENTITY SEEKING A LOAN OR ISSUING A BOND OR OTHER 23 

SECURITY, REQUIRE THAT THE ELIGIBLE GOVERNMENT UNIT WAIVE ALL IMPACT FEES FOR THE DEVELOPER OR THE 24 

AMOUNT OF IMPACT FEES UP TO THE AMOUNT OF THE LOAN OR BOND OR OTHER SECURITY, WHICHEVER AMOUNT IS 25 

SMALLER; 26 

(C) IF AN APPLICANT FOR RESIDENTIAL DEVELOPMENT IS THE ENTITY SEEKING A LOAN, REQUIRE THAT THE 27 

APPLICANT PAY ALL IMPACT FEES DUE TO THE LOCAL GOVERNMENT OR THE AMOUNT OF IMPACT FEES UP TO THE 28 
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AMOUNT OF THE LOAN, WHICHEVER AMOUNT IS SMALLER; AND 1 

(D) SET POLICY REQUIRING THAT HOUSING BUILT USING INFRASTRUCTURE FUNDED IN PART BY A SECURITY 2 

PURSUANT TO THIS SECTION MUST CONTAIN A DEED RESTRICTION TO PRESERVE LONG-TERM AFFORDABILITY OF THE 3 

HOUSING THAT RUNS WITH THE PROPERTY FOR THE TERM OF THE SECURITY. 4 

(4) THE BOARD OF INVESTMENTS SHALL INCLUDE THE AMOUNTS LOANED AND THE STATUS OF ALL LOANS IN 5 

THE REPORT REQUIRED IN 17-5-1650. 6

NEW SECTION. SECTION 6.  WORKFORCE HOUSING APPROPRIATIONS -- ELIGIBLE USES OF FUNDS. (1) 8 

THERE IS APPROPRIATED $12 MILLION FROM THE GENERAL FUND TO THE BOARD OF INVESTMENTS FOR THE BIENNIUM 9 

BEGINNING JULY 1, 2023. THE PURPOSE OF THE FUNDS IS TO ADVANCE THE CONSTRUCTION OF WORKFORCE HOUSING 10 

OF EMPLOYEES WHO WORK AT FACILITIES THAT HOUSE STATE INMATES OR BEHAVIORAL HEALTH PATIENTS. 11 

(2) FUNDS MUST BE DISTRIBUTED TO THOSE LIVING IN COUNTIES THAT HAVE A POPULATION OF LESS THAN 12 

15,000 INHABITANTS THAT ARE LOCATED WITHIN A 30-MILE RADIUS OF A FACILITY THAT, ON AN ANNUAL AVERAGE, 13 

HOUSES AT LEAST 100 STATE INMATES OR BEHAVIORAL HEALTH PATIENTS, AND THE FACILITY IS LOCATED IN A COUNTY 14 

THAT HAS A POPULATION THAT DOES NOT EXCEED 15,000 INHABITANTS. THE DISTRIBUTION MUST BE MADE PRO RATA 15 

BASED ON THE ANNUAL AVERAGE FACILITY POPULATION FOR THE FISCAL YEAR BEGINNING JULY 1, 2021, AND THE 16 

NUMBER OF WORKERS RESIDING IN EACH ELIGIBLE COUNTY. 17 

(3) ELIGIBLE USES OF THE FUNDS INCLUDE: 18 

(A) BUYING DOWN CONSTRUCTION INTEREST ON EMPLOYEE HOUSING; 19 

(B) PROVIDING LOANS FOR UP TO 50% OF THE PROJECTED PROJECT COSTS OF AN ELIGIBLE 20 

INFRASTRUCTURE PROJECT PURSUANT TO [SECTION 4]; 21 

(C) ACQUIRING THROUGH CONSTRUCTION OR PURCHASE HOUSING FOR EMPLOYEES WITH THE INTENTION 22 

OF THE HOUSING TO BE PRIVATELY OWNED WITHIN 10 YEARS OF PURCHASE OR CONSTRUCTION; 23 

(D) PROVIDING FUNDS TO DISCOUNT HOUSING COSTS TO EMPLOYEES WHO WORK IN FACILITIES THAT 24 

HOUSE, ON AN ANNUAL AVERAGE, AT LEAST 100 STATE INMATES OR BEHAVIORAL HEALTH PATIENTS, AND THE FACILITY IS 25 

LOCATED IN A COUNTY THAT HAS A POPULATION THAT DOES NOT EXCEED 15,000 INHABITANTS; OR 26 

(E) ACQUIRING THROUGH CONSTRUCTION OR PURCHASE HOUSING FOR EMPLOYEES OF THOSE FACILITIES 27 

WITH THE INTENTION OF THE HOUSING TO BE PRIVATELY OWNED WITHIN 10 YEARS OF PURCHASE OR CONSTRUCTION 28 
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UNLESS PRIVATE OWNERSHIP IS CONSIDERED A SECURITY RISK BY THE DEPARTMENT OF PUBLIC HEALTH AND HUMAN 1 

SERVICES OR THE DEPARTMENT OF CORRECTIONS. 2

NEW SECTION. SECTION 7.  PURPOSE. THE PURPOSE OF [SECTIONS 7 THROUGH 1 8 ] IS TO USE A 4 

PORTION OF THE STATE'S GENERAL FUND SURPLUS TO FUND THE MAINTENANCE AND REPAIR OF LOCAL GOVERNMENT 5 

INFRASTRUCTURE FACILITIES ON A PARTNERSHIP BASIS WITH LOCAL GOVERNMENT SUPPLYING A CASH MATCH. 6

NEW SECTION. SECTION 8.  APPROPRIATION. THERE IS APPROPRIATED $ 22 7 MILLION FROM THE 8 

GENERAL FUND TO THE DEPARTMENT OF COMMERCE FOR THE BIENNIUM BEGINNING JULY 1, 2023, TO DISTRIBUTE 9

AND TOWNS, COUNTIES, SCHOOL DISTRICTS, AND SPECIAL DISTRICTS, INCLUDING WATER AND SEWER DISTRICTS. 3

NEW SECTION. SECTION 11.  GRANT PROCESS -- COMMISSION AND DEPARTMENT OF COMMERCE REVIEW -5 

- PRIORITY. (1) THE COUNTY COMMISSION SHALL SOLICIT AND ACCEPT APPLICATIONS FROM ELIGIBLE ENTITIES WITHIN 6 

THE COUNTY ON OR BEFORE DECEMBER 31, 2023. 7 

(2) WHEN ALL THE APPLICATIONS HAVE BEEN RECEIVED, THE COUNTY COMMISSION SHALL HOLD A PUBLIC 8 

HEARING AND, BASED ON THE INFORMATION CONTAINED WITHIN THE APPLICATION AND THE INFORMATION RECEIVED AT 9 

THE PUBLIC HEARING, PREPARE A RECOMMENDATION FOR FUNDING IN PRIORITY ORDER AND TRANSMIT THE 10 

RECOMMENDATION TO THE DEPARTMENT OF COMMERCE. 11 

(3) THE DEPARTMENT OF COMMERCE SHALL REVIEW THE RECOMMENDATIONS OF THE COUNTY 12 

COMMISSION AND THE CONTENT OF THE RECOMMENDED APPLICATION AND DETERMINE WHETHER THE APPLICATION 13 

COMPLIES WITH [ SECTIONS 7 THROUGH 18 ]. IF THE APPLICATION DOES NOT COMPLY, THE DEPARTMENT SHALL ISSUE 14 

NOTICE TO THE APPLICABLE COUNTY COMMISSION. 15 

(4) THE DEPARTMENT OF COMMERCE MAY NOT SUBSTITUTE ITS JUDGMENT FOR THAT OF THE COUNTY 16 

COMMISSION AND CANNOT REVISE THE RECOMMENDED PRIORITY LIST. 17 

(5) PRIORITY IS GIVEN TO PROJECTS THAT MAINTAIN OR REPAIR PUBLICLY OWNED DRINKING WATER 18 

SYSTEMS, PUBLICLY OWNED WASTEWATER TREATMENT SYSTEMS, AND MUNICIPAL FIRE SUPPRESSION SYSTEMS THAT 19 

ARE INDEPENDENT OF A WATER SYSTEM. 20 

(6) A GRANT RECIPIENT'S ENTITLEMENT TO RECEIVE FUNDS IS DEPENDENT ON THE GRANT RECIPIENT'S 21 

COMPLIANCE WITH THE CONDITIONS DESCRIBED IN [SECTION 18]. 22 

(7) THE DEPARTMENT OF COMMERCE SHALL ADMINISTER THE GRANT PROGRAM AND DISBURSE FUNDS 23 

DIRECTLY TO THE APPLICANTS PURSUANT TO THE PROVISIONS OF [SECTION 18]. 24 

(8) THE DEPARTMENT OF COMMERCE IS AUTHORIZED 2 FTE ON A TEMPORARY BASIS THROUGH JUNE 30, 25 

2025. IF THE DEPARTMENT'S WORKLOAD FOR THE ADMINISTRATION OF [SECTIONS 7 THROUGH 18] REQUIRES 26 

ADDITIONAL STAFF, THE OFFICE OF BUDGET AND PROGRAM PLANNING MAY AUTHORIZE AN ADDITIONAL 2 FTE TO 27 

TERMINATE JUNE 30, 2025. IF PROGRAM ADMINISTRATION CONTINUES INTO THE 2027 BIENNIUM, THE DEPARTMENT 28

SECTION 26. SECTION 19-2-303, MCA, IS AMENDED TO READ: 3 

"19-2-303. Definitions. Unless the context requires otherwise, for each of the retirement systems 4 

subject to this chapter, the following definitions apply: 5 

(1) "Accumulated contributions" means the sum of all the regular and any additional contributions 6 

made by a member in a defined benefit plan, together with the regular interest on the contributions. 7 

(2) "Active member" means a member who is a paid employee of an employer, is making the required 8 

contributions, and is properly reported to the board for the most current reporting period. 9 

(3) "Actuarial cost" means the amount determined by the board in a uniform and nondiscriminatory 10 

manner to represent the present value of the benefits to be derived from the additional service to be credited 11 

based on the most recent actuarial valuation for the system and the age, years until retirement, and current 12 

salary of the member. 13 

(4) "Actuarial equivalent" means a benefit of equal value when computed upon the basis of the 14 

mortality table and interest rate assumptions adopted by the board. 15 

(5) "Actuarial liabilities" means the excess of the present value of all benefits payable under a defined 16 

benefit retirement plan over the present value of future normal costs in that retirement plan. 17 

(6) "Actuary" means the actuary retained by the board in accordance with 19-2-405. 18 

(7) "Additional contributions" means contributions made by a member of a defined benefit plan to 19 

purchase various types of optional service credit as allowed by the applicable retirement plan. 20 

(8) "Annuity" means: 21 

(a) in the case of a defined benefit plan, equal and fixed payments for life that are the actuarial 22 

equivalent of a lump-sum payment under a retirement plan and as such are not benefits paid by a retirement 23 

plan and are not subject to periodic or one-time increases; or 24 

(b) in the case of the defined contribution plan, a payment of a fixed sum of money at regular 25 

intervals. 26 

(9) "Banked holiday time" means the hours reported for work performed on a holiday that the 27 

employee may use for equivalent time off or that may be paid to the employee as specified by the employer's 28 
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policy. 1 

(10) "Benefit" means: 2 

(a) the service retirement benefit, early retirement benefit, or disability retirement or survivorship 3 

benefit payment provided by a defined benefit retirement plan; or 4 

(b) a payment or distribution under the defined contribution retirement plan, including a disability 5 

payment under 19-3-2141, for the exclusive benefit of a plan member or the member's beneficiary or an annuity 6 

purchased under 19-3-2124. 7 

(11) "Board" means the public employees' retirement board provided for in 2-15-1009. 8 

(12) "Contingent annuitant" means: 9 

(a) under option 2 or 3 provided for in 19-3-1501, one natural person designated to receive a 10 

continuing monthly benefit after the death of a retired member; or 11 

(b) under option 4 provided for in 19-3-1501, a natural person, charitable organization, estate, or trust 12 

that may receive a continuing monthly benefit after the death of a retired member. 13 

(13) "Covered employment" means employment in a covered position. 14 

(14) "Covered position" means a position in which the employee must be a member of the retirement 15 

system except as otherwise provided by law. 16 

(15) "Defined benefit retirement plan" or "defined benefit plan" means a plan within the retirement 17 

systems provided for pursuant to 19-2-302 that is not the defined contribution retirement plan. 18 

(16) "Defined contribution retirement plan" or "defined contribution plan" means the plan within the 19 

public employees' retirement system established in 19-3-103 that is provided for in chapter 3, part 21, of this 20 

title and that is not a defined benefit plan. 21 

(17) "Department" means the department of administration. 22 

(18) "Designated beneficiary" means the person, charitable organization, estate, or trust for the benefit 23 

of a natural person designated by a member or payment recipient to receive any survivorship benefits, lump-24 

sum payments, or benefit from a retirement account upon the death of the member or payment recipient, 25 

including annuities derived from the benefits or payments. 26 

(19) "Direct rollover" means a payment by the retirement plan to the eligible retirement plan specified 27 

by the distributee or a payment from an eligible retirement plan to the retirement plan specified by the 28 
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distributee. 1 

(20) "Disability" or "disabled" means a total inability of the member to perform the member's duties by 2 

reason of physical or mental incapacity. The disability must be incurred while the member is an active member 3 

and must be one of permanent duration or of extended and uncertain duration, as determined by the board on 4 

the basis of competent medical opinion. 5 

(21) "Distributee" means: 6 

(a) a member; 7 

(b) a member's surviving spouse; 8 

(c) a member's spouse or former spouse who is the alternate payee under a family law order as 9 

defined in 19-2-907 ; or 10 

(d) effective January 1, 2007, a member's nonspouse beneficiary who is a designated beneficiary as 11 

defined by section 401(a)(9)(E) of the Internal Revenue Code, 26 U.S.C. 401(a)(9)(E). 12 

(22) "Early retirement benefit" means the retirement benefit payable to a member following early 13 

retirement and is the actuarial equivalent of the accrued portion of the member's service retirement benefit. 14 

(23) "Eligible retirement plan" means any of the following that accepts the distributee's eligible rollover 15 

distribution: 16 

(a) an individual retirement account described in section 408(a) of the Internal Revenue Code, 26 17 

U.S.C. 408(a); 18 

(b) an individual retirement annuity described in section 408(b) of the Internal Revenue Code, 26 19 

U.S.C. 408(b); 20 

(c) an annuity plan described in section 403(a) of the Internal Revenue Code, 26 U.S.C. 403(a); 21 

(d) a qualified trust described in section 401(a) of the Internal Revenue Code, 26 U.S.C. 401(a); 22 

(e) effective January 1, 2002, an annuity contract described in section 403(b) of the Internal Revenue 23 

Code, 26 U.S.C. 403(b); 24 

(f) effective January 1, 2002, a plan eligible under section 457(b) of the Internal Revenue Code, 26 25 

U.S.C. 457(b), that is maintained by a state, a political subdivision of a state, or any agency or instrumentality of 26 

a state or a political subdivision of a state that agrees to separately account for amounts transferred into that 27 

plan from a plan under this title; or 28 
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(g) effective January 1, 2008, a Roth IRA described in section 408A of the Internal Revenue Code, 26 1 

U.S.C. 408A. 2 

(24) "Eligible rollover distribution": 3 

(a) means any distribution of all or any portion of the balance from a retirement plan to the credit of 4 

the distributee, as provided in 19-2-1011 ; 5 

(b) effective January 1, 2002, includes a distribution to a surviving spouse or to a spouse or former 6 

spouse who is an alternate payee under a domestic relations order, as defined in section 414(p) of the Internal 7 

Revenue Code, 26 U.S.C. 414(p). 8 

(25) "Employee" means a person who is employed by an employer in any capacity and whose salary is 9 

being paid by the employer or a person for whom an interlocal governmental entity is responsible for paying 10 

retirement contributions pursuant to 7-11-105. 11 

(26) "Employer" means a governmental agency participating in a retirement system enumerated in 19- 12 

2-302 on behalf of its eligible employees. The term includes an interlocal governmental entity identified as 13 

responsible for paying retirement contributions pursuant to 7-11-105. 14 

(27) "Essential elements of the position" means fundamental job duties. An element may be 15 

considered essential because of but not limited to the following factors: 16 

(a) the position exists to perform the element; 17 

(b) there are a limited number of employees to perform the element; or 18 

(c) the element is highly specialized. 19 

(28) "Excess earnings" means the difference, if any, between reported compensation and the limits 20 

provided in 19-2-1005 (2) used to calculate a member's highest average compensation or final average 21 

compensation. 22 

(29) "Fiscal year" means a plan year, which is any year commencing with July 1 and ending the 23 

following June 30. 24 

(30) "Inactive member" means a member who terminates service and does not retire or take a refund 25 

of the member's accumulated contributions. 26 

(31) "Internal Revenue Code" has the meaning provided in 15-30-2101. 27 

(32) "Member" means either: 28 
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(a) a person with accumulated contributions and service credited with a defined benefit retirement 1 

plan or receiving a retirement benefit on account of the person's previous service credited in a retirement 2 

system; or 3 

(b) a person with a retirement account in the defined contribution plan. 4 

(33) "Membership service" means the periods of service that are used to determine eligibility for 5 

retirement or other benefits. 6 

(34) (a) "Normal cost" or "future normal cost" means an amount calculated under an actuarial cost 7 

method required to fund accruing benefits for members of a defined benefit retirement plan during any year in 8 

the future. 9 

(b) Normal cost does not include any portion of the supplemental costs of a retirement plan. 10 

(35) "Normal retirement age" means the age at which a member is eligible to immediately receive a 11 

retirement benefit based on the member's age or both age and length of service, as specified under the 12 

member's retirement system, without disability and without an actuarial or similar reduction in the benefit. 13 

(36) "Pension" means benefit payments for life derived from contributions to a retirement plan made 14 

from state- or employer-controlled funds. 15 

(37) "Pension trust fund" means a fund established to hold the contributions, income, and assets of a 16 

retirement system or plan in public trust. 17

over a reasonable period of time, not to exceed 30 years, as determined by the board, except as provided in 25 

19-3-316 for the public employees' retirement system's defined benefit plan. 26 

(b) In determining the amortization period under subsection (4)(a) for the public employees' retirement 27

(2) (A) BEGINNING JULY 1, 2024, EACH EMPLOYER SHALL CONTRIBUTE TO THE DEFINED BENEFIT PLAN 28

(b) The applicable percentage increase under subsection (1) is 1.5% if the member was hired or 19 

assumed office on or after July 1, 2007, and before June 30, 2013, and the benefit recipient is not otherwise 20 

covered under subsection (4)(a)(ii). 21 

(c) The applicable percentage increase under subsection (1) is 1.5% if the member was hired or 22 

assumed office on or after July 1, 2013, subject to reduction as provided in subsection (5). 23 

(5) (a) Except as provided in subsection (5)(b), if If the most recent actuarial valuation of the 24 

retirement system shows that retirement system liabilities are less than 90% funded, the applicable percentage 25 

increase in subsection (4)(c) must be reduced by 0.1% for each 2% below that 90% funding level. 26 

(b) If the amortization period is 40 years or greater, the applicable percentage increase in subsection 27 

(4)(c) must be reduced to 0% and the retirement allowance may not be increased. 28 
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(6) The board shall adopt rules to administer the provisions of this section." 1

SECTION 33. SECTION 19-3-2111, MCA, IS AMENDED TO READ: 3 

"19-3-2111. Plan membership -- written election required -- failure to elect -- effect of election. 4 

(1) Except as otherwise provided in this part: 5 

(a) a member who was an inactive member of the defined benefit plan on the effective date of the 6 

defined contribution plan and who is rehired into covered employment after the plan effective date may, within 7 

the 12-month period provided for in subsection (2)(a), elect to transfer to and become a member of the plan 8 

regardless of whether the member remains active, becomes inactive, or terminates employment and plan 9 

membership within the 12-month period; 10 

(b) a member who is initially hired into covered employment on or after the effective date of the 11 

defined contribution plan may, within the 12-month period provided for in subsection (2)(a), elect to become a 12 

member of the plan regardless of whether the member remains active, becomes inactive, or terminates 13 

employment and plan membership within the 12-month period. 14 

(2) (a) Elections made pursuant to this section must be made on a form prescribed by the board and 15 

must be made within 12 months from the month that the employer properly reports the new or rehired member 16 

to the board. 17 

(b) A member failing to make an election prescribed by this section remains a member of the defined 18 

benefit contribution plan. 19 

(c) An election under this section, including the default election pursuant to subsection (2)(b), is a 20 

one-time irrevocable election. Subject to 19-3-2113, this subsection (2)(c) does not prohibit a new election after 21 

a member has terminated membership in either plan and returned to covered employment. 22 

(3) A member in either the defined benefit plan or the defined contribution plan who becomes inactive 23 

after an election under this section and who returns to active membership remains in the plan previously 24 

elected. 25 

(4) A system member may not simultaneously be a member of the defined benefit plan and the 26 

defined contribution plan and must be a member of either the defined benefit plan or the defined contribution 27 

plan. A period of service may not be credited in more than one retirement plan within the system. 28 
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(5) The provisions of this part do not prohibit the board from adopting rules to allow an employee to 1 

elect the defined contribution plan from the first day of covered employment. 2 

(6) A member of the defined benefit plan who is subject to a family law order pursuant to 19-2-907 or 3 

an execution or income-withholding order pursuant to 19-2-909 may not transfer to the defined contribution plan 4 

unless the order is modified to apply under the defined contribution plan. 5 

(7) (a) A member of the defined benefit plan who is purchasing service credit through installment 6 

payments, either made directly to the board or pursuant to a payroll deduction agreement, may not transfer 7 

membership to the defined contribution plan unless the member first completes or terminates the contract for 8 

purchase of service credit. 9 

(b) A member who files an election to transfer membership may make a lump-sum payment for up to 10 

the balance of the service credit remaining to be purchased prior to transferring, subject to the limitations of 11 

section 415 of the Internal Revenue Code. The lump-sum payment, unless made by a rollover pursuant to 19-2- 12 

708, must be made with after-tax dollars. 13 

(c) If a member who files an election to transfer membership fails to complete or terminate the 14 

contract for purchase of service credit by the end of the member's 12-month election window, the board shall 15 

terminate the service purchase contract and credit the member with the prorated amount of service credit 16 

purchased under the contract." 17

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(iii)(b) 0.04% of compensation must be allocated to the education fund as provided in 19-3-112 (1)(b); 1 

and 2 

(iv)(c) 0.3% of compensation must be allocated to the long-term disability plan trust fund established 3 

pursuant to 19-3-2141 ;. 4 

(b) on July 1, 2009, continuing until the additional employer contributions terminate pursuant to 19-3- 5 

316 (4)(b), the percentage specified in subsection (3) of this section of compensation must be allocated to the 6 

defined benefit plan to eliminate the plan choice rate unfunded actuarial liability; 7 

(c) on July 1, 2013, and continuing until June 30, 2015, an amount equal to 1% of compensation must 8 

be allocated to the defined benefit plan unfunded liabilities; and 9 

(d) on July 1, 2015, and continuing until the plan choice rate unfunded actuarial liability in the defined 10 

benefit plan is fully paid, an amount equal to 1% of compensation must be allocated to the defined benefit plan 11 

as part of the plan choice rate. Effective the first full pay period in the month following the board's verification 12 

that the plan choice rate unfunded actuarial liability is paid off, the amount equal to 1% of compensation must 13 

be allocated to the member's retirement account until the additional employer contributions terminate pursuant 14 

to 19-3-316 (4)(b). 15 

(3) The percentage of compensation to be contributed under subsection (2)(b) is 0.27% for fiscal year 16 

2014 and increases by 0.1% each fiscal year through fiscal year 2024. For fiscal years beginning after June 30, 17 

2024, the percentage of compensation to be contributed under subsection (2)(b) is 1.27%. 18 

(4) Effective the first full pay period in the month following the board's verification that the plan choice 19 

rate unfunded actuarial liability is paid off, the 2.37% of compensation in subsection (2)(a)(ii) and the 20 

percentage of compensation in subsection (3), if any, must be allocated to the member's retirement account. 21 

(5)(3) Forfeitures of employer contributions and investment income on the employer contributions 22 

may not be used to increase a member's retirement account. The board shall allocate the forfeitures under 19- 23 

3-2116 to meet the plan's administrative expenses, including startup expenses. " 24

"19-21-214. Contributions and allocations for employees in positions covered under public 27

(b) the employer's contribution rate must be the rate provided in 19-3-316. 3

(a) an amount equal to must be allocated as follows : 5 

(i)(a) 4.49% the percentage of compensation specified under 19-3-316(3)(a) minus the amount 6 

specified in subsection (2)(b) of this section must be allocated to the participant's program account; 7 

(ii) 2.37% of compensation must be allocated to the defined benefit plan under the public employees' 8 

retirement system as the plan choice rate; and 9 

(iii)(b) 0.04% of compensation must be allocated to the education fund pursuant to 19-3-112 (1)(b) ;. 10 

(b) on July 1, 2009, continuing until the additional employer contributions terminate pursuant to 19-3- 11 

316 (4)(b), an amount equal to 0.27% of compensation must be allocated to the defined benefit plan to 12 

eliminate the plan choice rate unfunded actuarial liability; 13 

(c) on July 1, 2013, and continuing until June 30, 2015, an amount equal to 1% of compensation must 14 

be allocated to the defined benefit plan unfunded liabilities; and 15 

(d) on July 1, 2015, and continuing until the plan choice rate unfunded actuarial liability in the defined 16 

benefit plan is fully paid, an amount equal to 1% of compensation must be allocated to the defined benefit plan 17 

as part of the plan choice rate. Effective the first full pay period in the month following the board's verification 18 

that the plan choice rate unfunded actuarial liability is paid off, the amount equal to 1% of compensation must 19 

be allocated to the member's retirement account until the additional employer contributions terminate pursuant 20 

to 19-3-316 (4)(b). 21 

(3) The percentage of compensation amount to be allocated under subsection (2)(b) must be 22 

increased by 0.1% each fiscal year through fiscal year 2024. For fiscal years beginning after June 30, 2024, the 23 

percentage of compensation amount to be allocated under subsection (2)(b) must be 1.27%. 24 

(4) Effective the first full pay period in the month following the board's verification that the plan choice 25 

rate unfunded actuarial liability is paid off, amounts equal to the 2.37% of compensation in subsection (2)(a)(ii) 26 

and the percentage of compensation in subsection (2)(b), if any, must be allocated to the member's retirement 27 

account." 28

(3) (a) Except as provided in subsection (3)(b), the department shall issue rebates provided for in 14 

this section electronically or by mailing a check to the taxpayer's mailing address based on the taxpayer's 15 

refund instructions. 16 

(b) A rebate provided for in this section must first be credited against any outstanding liability for 17 

which the department withholds a tax refund existing at the time the refund is issued. 18 

(4) As provided in 15-30-2110(2)(u), a rebate provided for in this section is not taxable income. 19 

(5) (a) As used in this section, the term "qualified taxpayer" means an individual who was a 20 

resident as defined in 15-30-2101 for the entire income tax year beginning January 1, 2021, and who filed a 21 

Montana individual income tax return for income tax years 2020 and 2021 by the due date for filing the return 22 

for income tax year 2021, including any extensions that have been granted authorized pursuant to 15-30-23 

2604(1)(b) and (3), respectively. 24 

(b) The term does not include: 25 

(i) a taxpayer who is a nonresident, as defined in 15-30-2101, who filed tax returns in 2020 or 26 

2021 pursuant to 15-30-2104; 27 

(ii) an individual who was claimed as a dependent by another taxpayer for federal or Montana 28 
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income tax purposes for the 2021 tax year; or 1 

(iii) a trust. 2 

(6) As used in this section, the term "properly reported" means the amount reported on line 20 of 3 

the 2021 Montana individual income tax return filed by the due date for filing that return, including any 4 

extensions authorized pursuant to 15-30-2604(1)(b) and (3), or an amended 2021 Montana individual income 5 

tax return filed on or before May 1, 2023." 6

due in or around May 2023; and 18 

(b) for tax year 2023, the amount of Montana property taxes assessed and paid is equal to the 19 

total amount billed by the local government for the dwelling as shown on the 2023 property tax bill received by 20 

the taxpayer with a first-half payment due in or around November 2023 and a second-half payment due in or 21 

around May 2024. 22 

(2) "Owned" includes purchasing under a contract for deed and being the grantor or grantors under 23 

a revocable trust indenture. 24 

(3) (a) "Principal residence" is, subject to the provisions of subsection (3)(b), a dwelling: 25 

(i) in which a taxpayer can demonstrate the taxpayer owned and lived in for at least 7 months of 26 

the year for which the rebate is claimed; 27 

(ii) that is the only residence for which the property tax rebate is claimed; and 28 
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(iii) for which the taxpayer made payment of the assessed Montana property taxes during tax year 1 

2022 and tax year 2023. 2 

(b) A taxpayer that cannot meet the requirements of subsection (3)(a)(i) because the taxpayer's 3 

principal residence changes during the tax year to another principal residence may still claim a rebate if the 4 

taxpayer paid the Montana property taxes while residing in each principal residence for a total of at least 7 5 

consecutive months for each tax year. 6 

(4) "Tax year 2022" means the period January 1, 2022, through December 31, 2022. 7 

(5) "Tax year 2023" means the period January 1, 2023, through December 31, 2023." 8
