Description of fiscal impact: HB 852 revises the ‘Honor and Remember Act’, expanding 10-2-802, MCA, to
include Space Force as a recognized component of the United States Armed Forces and creating a commemorative
memorial coin for family members of eligible veterans.

Assumptions:

FISCAL ANALYSIS

1. Department of Military Affairs, Montana Veteran Affairs Division (MVAD), will design the coins.

2. The commemorative memorial coins will be given to family members of eligible veterans. Eligible veterans
are defined as service members who were killed in action or classified by the United States as missing in
action, were serving on federal military active-duty orders, and were a legal resident of Montana at the time

of death.

3. There are an estimated 89,000 veterans in Montana, with an estimated 5,500 veterans over the age of 85 years

old.

4. MVAD will purchase 1,500 coins each fiscal year for distribution. The estimated cost per coin is $5, totaling
$7,500 per fiscal year.

5. MVAD estimates the cost of shipping is $10.00 for postage and shipping materials, totaling $15,000 per fiscal
year. The coins will be shipped by Priority Mail and bubble-wrapped to protect them from damage.

6. MVAD will provide the first coin free of charge but will charge $10 per additional coin to cover the cost of
shipping and shipping materials. MVAD estimates they will distribute 100 of these ‘additional’ coins per year,
bringing in $1,000 in revenue.

7. Anew fund will be created to separate medallion costs from coin costs. The bill allows MVAD to accept gift,
grants, and donations to fund the distribution of the coins. For purposes of this fiscal note, it is assumed that
gifts, grants, and donations will be received at a sufficient level to fund to costs of the coins and associated
shipping.
