NEW SECTION. Section 1. Definitions. As used in [sections 1 through 1011], unless the context 20 

clearly indicates otherwise, the following definitions apply: 21 

(1) "Authority only" means approval provided by the legislature to expend money that does not 22 

require an appropriation, including grants, donations, auxiliary funds, proprietary funds, nonstate funds, and 23 

university funds. 24 

(2) "Capital development" means capital projects provided for in 17-7-201(2). 25 

(3)  "Capital project" means the planning, design, renovation, construction, alteration, replacement, 26 

furnishing, repair, improvement, site, utility, or land acquisition project provided for in [sections 1 through 10] 27

NEW SECTION. Section 6. Land acquisition appropriations. The following money is appropriated 6 

to the department of fish, wildlife, and parks in the indicated amounts for purposes of land acquisition, land 7 

leasing, easement purchase, or development agreements. The department of fish, wildlife, and parks is 8 

authorized to transfer the appropriations, authority, or both among the necessary fund types for these projects: 9

NEW SECTION. Section 7. Planning and design. The department of administration may proceed 15 

with the planning and design of capital projects in either or both [sections 2 and 3] prior to the receipt of other 16 

funding sources. The department may use interentity loans in accordance with 17-2-107 to pay planning and 17 

design costs incurred before the receipt of other funding sources. 18 

 19 

NEW SECTION. Section 8. Capital projects -- contingent funds. (1) If a capital project is financed, 20 

in whole or in part, with appropriations contingent upon the receipt of other funding sources, the department of 21 

administration may not let the project for bid until a financial plan and agreement with the agency has been 22 

approved by the director of the department of administration. A financial plan and agreement may not be 23 

approved by the director if: 24 

(a) the level of funding and authorization provided under the financial plan and agreement deviates 25 

substantially from the funding level provided in either or both [sections 2 and 3] for that project; or 26 

(b) the scope of the project is substantially altered or revised from the concept and intent for that 27 
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project as presented to the 68th legislature. 1 

(2) This section does not limit or restrict 17-7-211. 2 

 3 

NEW SECTION. Section 9. Review by department of environmental quality. The department of 4 

environmental quality shall review capital projects authorized in either or both [sections 2 and 3] for potential 5 

inclusion in the state building energy conservation program (SBECP) under Title 90, chapter 4, part 6. When a 6 

review shows that a capital project will result in energy or utility savings and improvements, that project must be 7 

submitted to the energy conservation program for funding consideration by the SBECP. Funding provided 8 

under the energy conservation program guidelines must be used to offset or add to the authorized funding for 9 

the project, and the amount will be dependent on the annual utility savings resulting from the capital project. 10 

Agencies must be notified of potential funding after the review and are obligated to utilize the SBECP funding, if 11 

available. 12 

 13 

NEW SECTION. Section 10. Legislative consent. The appropriations authorized in [sections 1 14 

through 8] [SECTIONS 1 THROUGH 26 ] [SECTIONS 1 THROUGH 27 26] constitute legislative consent for the capital 15 

projects contained in [sections 1 through 8] [SECTIONS 1 THROUGH 26] [SECTIONS 1 THROUGH 27 26] within the 16 

meaning of 18-2-102. 17 

 18 

NEW SECTION. Section 11. Increase in state funding for program expansion or operations and 19 

maintenance. If an immediate or future increase in state funding for program expansion or operations and 20 

maintenance is required for a new facility in [section 3] but the increase is not appropriated by the 68th 21 

legislature, the new facility in [section 3] is not appropriated or authorized as provided in 17-7-210. 22 

 23 

SECTION 12. SECTION 75-11-313, MCA, IS AMENDED TO READ: 24 

"75-11-313. Petroleum tank release cleanup fund. (1) There is a petroleum tank release cleanup 25 

fund in the state special revenue fund established in 17-2-102. The fund is administered as a revolving fund by 26 

the board and is statutorily appropriated, as provided in 17-7-502, for the purposes provided for under 27 
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subsections (3)(c) and (3)(d). Administrative costs under subsections (3)(a) and (3)(b) must be paid pursuant to 1 

a legislative appropriation. 2 

(2) There is deposited in the fund: 3 

(a) all revenue from the petroleum storage tank cleanup fee as provided in 75-11-314; 4 

(b) money received by the board in the form of gifts, grants, reimbursements, or appropriations, 5 

from any source, intended to be used for the purposes of this fund; 6 

(c) money appropriated or advanced to the fund by the legislature; 7 

(d) money loaned to the board by the board of investments; and 8 

(e) all interest earned on money in the fund. 9 

(3) As provided in 75-11-318, the fund may be used only: 10 

(a) to administer this part, including payment of board expenses associated with administration; 11 

(b) to pay the actual and necessary department expenses associated with administration; 12 

(c) to reimburse owners and operators for eligible costs caused by a release from a petroleum 13 

storage tank and approved by the board; and 14 

(d) for repayment of any advance and any loan made pursuant to 17-6-225, plus interest earned 15 

on the advance or loan.; and 16 

(e) for lead remediation in school districts. 17 

(4) Whenever the board accepts a loan from the board of investments pursuant to 17-6-225, the 18 

receipts from the fees provided for in 75-11-314 in each fiscal year until the loan is repaid are pledged and 19 

dedicated for the repayment of the loan in an amount sufficient to meet the repayment obligation for that fiscal 20 

year." 21

NEW SECTION. Section 12. Transfer of funds. By August 15, 2023, the department of 23 

administration shall make the following transfers: 24 

(1) $41,420,091 from the capital developments long-range building program account established in 25 

17-7-209 to the major repair long-range building program account established in 17-7-221. 26 

(2) $2,000,000 FROM THE CAPITAL DEVELOPMENTS LONG-RANGE BUILDING PROGRAM ACCOUNT 27 
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(D) IF THE BUDGET DIRECTOR DIRECTS THE DEPARTMENT OF ADMINISTRATION TO TERMINATE THE PLAN 1 

DEVELOPMENT EFFORT UNDER THE PROVISIONS OF SUBSECTION (2)(C), THE APPROPRIATION OF GENERAL FUND FOR 2 

PROGRAM EXPANSION OR OPERATIONS AND MAINTENANCE IS REVERTED TO THE GENERAL FUND AND WILL NOT BE 3 

INCLUDED IN THE RESPECTIVE AGENCY'S BASE BUDGET. 4

NEW SECTION. SECTION 16. DEFINITIONS. FOR THE PURPOSES OF [SECTIONS 16 THROUGH 23] [SECTIONS 6 

17 16 THROUGH 24 23], UNLESS OTHERWISE PROVIDED, THE FOLLOWING DEFINITIONS APPLY: 7 

(1) "EMERGENCY SHELTER" MEANS ANY FACILITY, THE PRIMARY PURPOSE OF WHICH IS TO PROVIDE A 8 

TEMPORARY SHELTER FOR THE HOMELESS IN GENERAL OR FOR SPECIFIC POPULATIONS OF THE HOMELESS AND WHICH 9 

DOES NOT REQUIRE OCCUPANTS TO SIGN LEASES OR OCCUPANCY AGREEMENTS. 10 

(2) "NONPROFIT CORPORATION" MEANS A DOMESTIC CORPORATION, AS DESIGNATED IN ACCORDANCE 11 

WITH 35-2-126, THAT PROVIDES EMERGENCY SHELTER FOR THE HOMELESS. 12 

 13 

NEW SECTION. SECTION 17. EMERGENCY SHELTER FACILITY INFRASTRUCTURE ACCOUNT -- USE. (1) 14 

THERE IS WITHIN THE STATE SPECIAL REVENUE FUND PROVIDED FOR IN 17-2-102 AN ACCOUNT CALLED THE EMERGENCY 15 

SHELTER FACILITY INFRASTRUCTURE ACCOUNT TO PROVIDE GRANT FUNDING TO NONPROFIT CORPORATIONS THAT 16 

PROVIDE EMERGENCY SHELTER FOR THE HOMELESS AND FOR ADMINISTRATIVE COSTS RELATED TO ADMINISTERING THE 17 

GRANTS. THE DEPARTMENT OF COMMERCE SHALL ADMINISTER THE ACCOUNT. 18 

(2) UP TO 3% OF THE FUNDS APPROPRIATED IN [SECTION 23 ] [SECTION 24 23] MAY BE ALLOCATED FOR 19 

THE DEPARTMENT’S ADMINISTRATIVE COSTS. 20 

 21 

NEW SECTION. SECTION 18. EMERGENCY SHELTER FACILITY INFRASTRUCTURE GRANTS AUTHORIZATION. 22 

(1) THE DEPARTMENT OF COMMERCE IS AUTHORIZED TO MAKE UP TO $5 MILLION IN GRANTS TO NONPROFIT 23 

CORPORATIONS FOR EMERGENCY SHELTER, PROPERTY ACQUISITION, CONSTRUCTION, SHELTER SPACE ACQUISITION, OR 24 

GENERAL CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT PROJECTS. THE GRANTS AUTHORIZED IN THIS SECTION ARE SUBJECT TO THE 25 

CONDITIONS SET FORTH IN [SECTION 20] [SECTION 21 20]. 26 

(2) THE DEPARTMENT OF COMMERCE MUST RECEIVE PROPOSALS FROM NONPROFIT CORPORATIONS FOR 27 
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EMERGENCY SHELTER FACILITY INFRASTRUCTURE PROJECTS. 1 

(3) FUNDING FOR PROJECTS MAY BE PROVIDED ONLY AS LONG AS THERE ARE SUFFICIENT FUNDS 2 

AVAILABLE FROM THE AMOUNT THAT WAS DEPOSITED OR TRANSFERRED INTO THE EMERGENCY SHELTER FACILITY 3 

INFRASTRUCTURE ACCOUNT FOR GRANTS ESTABLISHED IN [SECTION 17(1)] [SECTION 18(1) 17(1)]. FUNDING FOR THESE 4 

PROJECTS MUST BE MADE AVAILABLE IN THE ORDER THAT THE GRANT RECIPIENTS SATISFY THE CONDITIONS DESCRIBED 5 

IN [SECTION 20 ] [SECTION 21 20]. 6 

 7 

NEW SECTION. SECTION 19. ELIGIBILITY -- SUBMISSION DEADLINE -- PRIORITY -- RULEMAKING AUTHORITY. 8 

(1) A NONPROFIT CORPORATION MAY APPLY TO THE DEPARTMENT OF COMMERCE FOR EMERGENCY SHELTER FACILITY 9 

INFRASTRUCTURE GRANTS UNDER [SECTION 18 ] [SECTION 19 18]. 10 

(2) NONPROFIT CORPORATIONS SHALL SUBMIT GRANT APPLICATIONS TO THE DEPARTMENT IN ORDER TO 11 

BE ELIGIBLE FOR FUNDING UNDER [SECTION 18 ] [SECTION 19 18]. 12 

(3) THE DEPARTMENT IS AUTHORIZED TO ADOPT RULES OR GUIDELINES NECESSARY TO IMPLEMENT 13 

[SECTIONS 16 THROUGH 23] [SECTIONS 17 16 THROUGH 24 23]. 14 

 15 

NEW SECTION. SECTION 20. CONDITION OF GRANTS -- DISBURSEMENT OF FUNDS. (1) THE DISBURSEMENT 16 

OF GRANT FUNDS FOR THE PROJECTS CHOSEN BY THE DEPARTMENT OF COMMERCE PURSUANT TO [SECTION 18 ] 17 

[SECTION 19 18] IS SUBJECT TO COMPLETION OF THE FOLLOWING CONDITIONS: 18 

(A) FOR GRANTS IN AN AMOUNT OF $25,000 OR MORE, THE GRANT RECIPIENT SHALL DOCUMENT THE 19 

AVAILABILITY OF MATCHING FUNDS OR IN-KIND CONTRIBUTIONS OF ASSETS WITH AN APPRAISED VALUE FROM PRIVATE 20 

SOURCES REPRESENTING AT LEAST $1 IN VALUE FOR EACH $1 OF THE GRANT. 21 

(B) THE GRANT RECIPIENT SHALL EXECUTE A GRANT AGREEMENT WITH THE DEPARTMENT OF COMMERCE 22
