18  BEIT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF MONTANA:

20 NEW SECTION. Section 1. Definitions. As used in [sections 1 through 4611], unless the context
21 clearly indicates otherwise, the following definitions apply:
22 (1) "Authority only" means approval provided by the legislature to expend money that does not
23 require an appropriation, including grants, donations, auxiliary funds, proprietary funds, nonstate funds, and
24 university funds.
25 (2) "Capital development" means capital projects provided for in 17-7-201(2).
26 (3) "Capital project" means the planning, design, renovation, construction, alteration, replacement,
27  furnishing, repair, improvement, site, utility, or land acquisition project provided for in [sections4-through-10}
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1 1(4)(c), Chapter 468, Laws of 2021, appropriating money from the general fund to the Montana university

2 system for program expansion or operations and maintenance for the indicated new facility is amended to read:

3 "Montana University System

4 UM Forestry Conservation & Science Lab $798,659 from the general fund

5 MAES Research and-Weel Laboratories $389,402 $305,298 from the general fund"
