ENDING JUNE 30, 2023; PROVIDING THAT CERTAIN APPROPRIATIONS CONTINUE INTO STATE AND 7 

FEDERAL FISCAL YEARS 2024 AND 2025; AND PROVIDING AN IMMEDIATE EFFECTIVE DATE.” 8

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF MONTANA: 10

an appropriation reverts to the fund from which it was appropriated on conclusion of the final fiscal year for 14 

which its expenditures are authorized by [sections 1 and 2].
