BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF MONTANA: 12

NEW SECTION. Section 1. Definitions. As used in [sections 1 through 9], the following definitions 14 

apply: 15 

(1) "Attorney general" means the Montana attorney general as provided in Title 2, chapter 15, part 16

(2) "Employee" means a person directed, allowed, or permitted to perform labor or services of any 18 

kind by an employer. 19 

(3) "Employer" means a person, company, corporation, government department, board, bureau, or 20 

agency that is licensed pursuant to statute or regulation to operate in the state, that employs or seeks to employ 21 

any person as an employee, and that has more than 50 employees. 22 

(4) "Employment verification" means the electronic verification system known as e-verify, operated 23 

by United States citizenship and immigration services or its successor program, as authorized by the Illegal 24 

Immigration Reform and Immigrant Responsibility Act of 1996, Public Law 104-208, 8 U.S.C. 1324a. 25 

(5) "Unauthorized worker" is a worker as described in 8 U.S.C. 1324a(h)(3) who is either not 26 

lawfully admitted for permanent residence or is otherwise not authorized to be employed in the United States. 27
