10 BEIT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF MONTANA:

12 Section 1. Section 22-3-1002, MCA, is amended to read:
13 "22-3-1002. Montana heritage preservation and development commission. (1) There is a
14 Montana heritage preservation and development commission. The commission is attached to the department of
15 commerce for administrative purposes only, pursuant to 2-15-121. The eommission-and-the-department-shall
16  negetiate-a-spescific-indirect administrative rate annually—The-rate determined by the commission and the
17 department must be reported to the economic affairs interim committee in accordance with 5-11-210.
18 (2) (a) The commission consists of 449 members. The members shallt-must broadly represent the
19  state. Nine-Four Two Four members must be appointed by the governor, ene-memberTWo-MEMBERS one
20 member must be appointed by the president of the senate, and ene-memberTWo-MEMBERS one member must
21 be appointed by the speaker of the house.
22 (b) If the president of the senate and the speaker of the house do not appoint the members for
23 which they are responsible within 8-2-6 months of a vacancy having occurred in those positions, the members
24 must be appointed by the governor.
25 (c) The director of the Montana historical society, the director of the department of fish, wildlife,
26  and parks, and the director of the department of commerce shall serve as members.
27 (d)  Ofthe-members-appointed by-the-governorWhen appointing a member under subsection
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(2)(a), the governor;-FHE-PRESIDENT-OF THE-SENATE-AND-THE- SPEAKER-OF THE-HOUSE shall prioritize selection

based on whether the member:

one-member-must-have-exiensive has experience in managing facilities that cater to the needs

one-membermust-have has experience in community planning;

one-membermust-have has experience in historic preservation;

two-members-must-have has broad experience in business;

one-member-must-be-is a member of the tourism advisory council established in 2-15-1816;
one-member-mustbe-is a Montana historian; and or

two-members-must-be-is from the public at large.

Except for the initial appointments, members appointed by the governor under subsection

(2)(a) shall serve 3-year terms. Members appointed by the president of the senate and the speaker of the

house or by the governor under subsection (2)(b) shall serve 2-year terms. If a vacancy occurs, the appointing

authority shall make an appointment for the unexpired portion of the term.

In compliance with the state pay plan, the department shall provide all staff and services to the

commission that the commission, in conjunction with the department, determines are necessary for carrying out

the commission's programs and statutory requirements. The department shall assess the commission for

reasonable costs."

2 NEW SECTION. Section 2. Transition. The reduction of the number of Montana heritage

3 preservation and development commission members from 14 to 9 as provided in [section 1(2)(a)] must occur as

4 the terms of the existing members appointed by the governor end and the members are not reappointed.

6 NEW SECTION. Section 3. Effective date. [This act] is effective July 1, 2025.
