A BILL FOR AN ACT ENTITLED: “AN ACT GENERALLY REVISING STATE FINANCE LAWS; CREATING 5

STATE SPECIAL REVENUE ACCOUNTS; PROVIDING FOR REINVESTMENT OF A PORTION OF THE 8 

TRUST FOR PENSIONS AND HOUSING; PROVIDING FOR CALCULATIONS RELATED TO VOLATILE 9 

REVENUE; ESTABLISHING A STATE PROPERTY RELIEF ACCOUNT; ESTABLISHING A MONTANA 10 

WATER DEVELOPMENT STATE SPECIAL REVENUE ACCOUNT; ESTABLISHING A BETTER LOCAL 11 

BRIDGE ACCOUNT; ESTABLISHING A MONTANA EARLY CHILDHOOD ACCOUNT, BOARD, AND 12

FOR TRANSFERS FROM THE PENSION FUND TO THE TEACHERS' RETIREMENT SYSTEM OR THE 24 

PUBLIC EMPLOYEES' RETIREMENT SYSTEM ON CERTIFICATION OF THE RETIREMENT SYSTEM 25 

BOARD; PROVIDING FOR AN INCREASE TO THE EMPLOYER SUPPLEMENTAL CONTRIBUTION RATE; 26 

PROVIDING FOR FUND TRANSFERS; PROVIDING APPROPRIATIONS; ESTABLISHING REPORTING 27 

REQUIREMENTS; PROVIDING RULEMAKING AUTHORITY; AMENDING SECTIONS 15-7-102, 15-10-420, 28 
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15-15-101, 15-15-102, 15-15-103, 15-16-101, 15-17-125, 15-38-302, 17-6-214, 17-6-308, 17-6-317, 17-6-801, 1 

17-7-130, 17-7-133, 17-7-140, 19-3-316, 19-20-609, 85-1-631, 90-6-137, AND 90-6-603, MCA; AMENDING 2 

SECTION 5, CHAPTER 48, LAWS OF 2023, AND SECTION 24, CHAPTER 722, LAWS OF 2023; 3 

REPEALING SECTION 17-7-134, MCA; AND PROVIDING AN IMMEDIATE EFFECTIVE DATE.” 4

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF MONTANA: 6 

 7 

NEW SECTION. Section 1. Montana growth and opportunity trust. (1) There is a Montana growth 8 

and opportunity trust in the permanent fund type funded by annual transfers of volatile revenues as provided for 9 

in [section 4] [section 5].  The trust is administered by the department of revenue. 10 

(2) Transfers into the trust are deposited as follows: 11 

(a) one-half into the distribution portion of the trust; and 12 

(b) one-half into the reinvestment portion of the trust. 13 

(3) (A) Money deposited in the account established in this section must be invested by the board of 14 

investments as provided by law. 15 

(B) IF ALLOWED BY LAW, THE BOARD OF INVESTMENTS MAY INVEST FUNDS IN THE TRUST IN HIGHER-16 

YIELDING INVESTMENTS. 17 

(4) A bill appropriating funds from the corpus of the trust must be treated in the same manner as a 18 

bill creating state debt and requires a vote of two-thirds of the members of each house of the legislature for 19 

passage. 20 

 21 

NEW SECTION. Section 2. Distributions from Montana growth and opportunity trust. (1) One-22 

half of interest earnings Except as provided in subsection (3), interest earnings from the transfers into the 23 

distribution portion of from the Montana growth and opportunity trust established in [section 1] are allocated as 24 

follows: 25 

(a) 20% to the Montana local disaster resiliency fund established in 17-7-133, up to $15 million a 26 

year; 27 

(b)(a) 20% 40% to the state property tax relief ASSISTANCE account established in [section 6] [SECTION 28 
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13] [section 14], up to $15 $20 million a year; 1 

(c)(b) 20% to the Montana water development state special revenue account established in [section 2 

7] [SECTION 14] [section 15], up to $15 $10 million a year; 3 

(d)(c) 20% to the better local bridge state special revenue account established in [section 8 ] [SECTION 4 

15] [section 16], up to $15 $10 million a year; and 5 

(e)(d) 20% to the Montana early childhood state special revenue account established in [section 9 ] 6 

[SECTION 16] [section 17], up to $15 $10 million a year. 7 

(2) Any remaining interest earnings after the distribution in subsection (1) must be transferred into 8 

the capital developments long-range building program account established in 17-7-209 MONTANA GROWTH AND 9 

OPPORTUNITY TRUST ESTABLISHED IN [SECTION 1]. 10 

(3) (a)  By August 15 of each year, the state treasurer shall determine whether the previous fiscal 11 

year ending fund balance of an account referenced in subsection (1) is greater than the appropriation to the 12 

same account for the current year. If the account's ending fund balance exceeds the appropriation, the 13 

difference remains in the distribution portion of the trust and not in that account.  14 

(b) This subsection (3) does not apply to transfers into the state property tax assistance account. 15 

 16 

NEW SECTION. Section 3. Reinvestment of growth and opportunity trust. One-half of interest 17 

earnings AND TRANSFERS Transfers INTO from the reinvestment portion of the Montana growth and opportunity 18 

trust established in [section 1] are allocated as follows: 19 

(1) 50%80% to the pension fund provided for in [section 10 ] [SECTION 17] [section 18] UNTIL THE 20 

BALANCE IN THE FUND EQUALS $750 MILLION $1 billion; and 21 

(2) 5020% to a Montana housing infrastructure revolving loan fund trust provided for in 17-6-801  22 

[section 24] UNTIL THE BALANCE IN THE FUND Montana housing trust EQUALS $750 $500 MILLION. 23 

(3) ANY REMAINING TRANSFER AMOUNT MUST REMAIN IN THE REINVESTMENT PORTION OF THE TRUST AND 24 

IS NOT ALLOCATED TO ANY PURPOSE. 25 

 26 

NEW SECTION. Section 4. Interest earnings. Interest earnings from the distribution portion and the 27 

pension fund within the growth and opportunity trust are combined for purposes of calculating the total amount 28 
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of interest earnings and are distributed as follows: 1 

(1)   50% pursuant to the accounts that comprise the distribution portion of the trust in the 2 

percentages set forth in [section 2]; and 3 

(2) 50% to the pension fund established in [section 18]. 4 

 5 

NEW SECTION. Section 5. Volatile revenue -- transfer to Montana growth and opportunity 6 

trust. (1) Starting Except as provided in subsection (6), in the fiscal year beginning July 1, 2027, and in each 7 

subsequent fiscal year until June 30, 2035, by November 1, the state treasurer shall transfer one-half of 8 

CALCULATE the amount of volatile revenue from the general fund for that fiscal year. THE STATE TREASURER SHALL 9 

TRANSFER ONE-FOURTH 17.5% OF THE AMOUNT OF VOLATILE REVENUE BY NOVEMBER 1 AND ONE-FOURTH 17.5% OF 10 

THE AMOUNT OF VOLATILE REVENUE BY MAY 1 to the Montana growth and opportunity trust established in [section 11 

1]. 12 

(2) Except as provided in subsection (6), starting in the fiscal year beginning July 1, 2035, the state 13 

treasurer shall transfer 10% of the amount of volatile revenue by November 1 and 10% of the amount of volatile 14 

revenue by May 1 to the Montana growth and opportunity trust established in [section 1].  15 

(2)(3) The amount of volatile revenue is an amount equal to: 16 

(a) the sum of capital gains volatile revenue and partnership volatile revenue; and 17 

(b) a portion of interest earnings from the treasury cash account in 17-6-202 as calculated DEFINED 18 

pursuant to subsection (3)(4). 19 

(3)(4) The amount of interest earnings from the treasury cash account in 17-6-202 to be transferred 20 

DEFINED as volatile revenue pursuant to subsection (2)(3) is the difference between: 21 

(a) the estimate of interest earnings on the treasury cash account in 17-6-202 as provided in the 22 

most recent official revenue estimate provided for in 5-5-227; and 23 

(b) the lowest actual amount of interest earnings on the treasury cash account in 17-6-202 within 24 

the most recent 10 7 years of available data as certified to the legislative fiscal analyst and the budget director 25 

by the department of administration and adjusted for inflation pursuant to subsection (7). 26 

(4)(5) For the purposes of this section, the following calculations apply: 27 

(a) "Capital gains increment" is the difference between: 28 
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(i) the current calendar year's capital gains estimate as described in the most recent official 1 

revenue estimate provided for in 5-5-227; and 2 

(ii) the lowest reported capital gains income from any year within the most recent 10 7 years of 3 

available data, as published in the department of revenue's biennial report provided for in 15-1-205 and 4 

adjusted for inflation pursuant to subsection (7). 5 

(b) "Capital gains volatile revenue" is calculated by multiplying the capital gains increment by the 6 

rate established in 15-30-2103(2)(a)(ii). 7 

(c) "Partnership increment" is the difference between: 8 

(i) the current calendar year's rents, royalty, and partnership estimate as described in the most 9 

recent official revenue estimate provided for in 5-5-227; and 10 

(ii) the lowest reported rents, royalty, and partnership income from any year within the most recent 11 

10 7 years of available data, as published in the department of revenue's biennial report provided for in 15-1-12 

205 and adjusted for inflation pursuant to subsection (7). 13 

(d) "Partnership volatile revenue" is calculated by multiplying the partnership increment by the rate 14 

established in 15-30-2103(1)(a)(ii). 15 

(6) (a) By August 1 of each year, the department of administration shall certify to the legislative 16 

fiscal analyst and the budget director the unaudited, unassigned ending fund balances for the most recently 17 

completed fiscal year of: 18 

(i) the general fund; and 19 

(ii) the budget stabilization reserve fund provided for in 17-7-130. 20 

(b) If the sum of the ending fund balances for the general fund and budget stabilization reserve 21 

fund equal an amount less than 20% of all general revenue appropriations in the second year of the biennium, 22 

then the amount of the transfers in subsection (1) is reduced by 50% for the fiscal year. 23 

(7) For the purpose of adjusting for inflation, inflation is based on the consumer price index as 24 

defined in 20-9-326 and as published by the bureau of labor statistics of the United States department of labor 25 

for the most recently completed calendar year. 26 

 27 

SECTION 6. SECTION 15-7-102, MCA, IS AMENDED TO READ: 28 
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"15-7-102. Notice of classification, market value, and taxable value to owners -- appeals. (1) (a) 1 

Except as provided in 15-7-138, the department shall mail or provide electronically to each owner or purchaser 2 

under contract for deed a notice that includes the land classification, market value, and taxable value of the 3 

land and improvements owned or being purchased. A notice must be mailed or, with property owner consent, 4 

provided electronically to the owner only if one or more of the following changes pertaining to the land or 5 

improvements have been made since the last notice: 6 

(i) change in ownership; 7 

(ii) change in classification; 8 

(iii) change in valuation; or 9 

(iv) addition or subtraction of personal property affixed to the land. 10 

(b) The notice must include the following for the taxpayer's informational and informal classification 11 

and appraisal review purposes: 12 

(i) a notice of the availability of all the property tax assistance programs available to property 13 

taxpayers, including the state property tax assistance provided for in [section 32] [section 35], the intangible 14 

land value assistance program provided for in 15-6-240, the property tax assistance programs provided for in 15 

Title 15, chapter 6, part 3, and the residential property tax credit for the elderly provided for in 15-30-2337 16 

through 15-30-2341; 17 

(ii) the total amount of mills levied against the property in the prior year; 18 

(iii) the market value for the prior reappraisal cycle; 19 

(iv) if the market value has increased by more than 10%, an explanation for the increase in 20 

valuation; 21 

(v) a statement that the notice is not a tax bill; and 22 

(vi) a taxpayer option to request an informal classification and appraisal review by checking a box 23 

on the notice and returning it to the department. 24 

(c) When the department uses an appraisal method that values land and improvements as a unit, 25 

including the sales comparison approach for residential condominiums or the income approach for commercial 26 

property, the notice must contain a combined appraised value of land and improvements. 27 

(d) Any misinformation provided in the information required by subsection (1)(b) does not affect the 28 
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validity of the notice and may not be used as a basis for a challenge of the legality of the notice. 1 

(2) (a) Except as provided in subsection (2)(c), the department shall assign each classification and 2 

appraisal to the correct owner or purchaser under contract for deed and mail or provide electronically the notice 3 

in written or electronic form, adopted by the department, containing sufficient information in a comprehensible 4 

manner designed to fully inform the taxpayer as to the classification and appraisal of the property and of 5 

changes over the prior tax year. 6 

(b) The notice must advise the taxpayer that in order to be eligible for a refund of taxes from an 7 

appeal of the classification or appraisal, the taxpayer is required to pay the taxes under protest as provided in 8 

15-1-402. 9 

(c) The department is not required to mail or provide electronically the notice to a new owner or 10 

purchaser under contract for deed unless the department has received the realty transfer certificate from the 11 

clerk and recorder as provided in 15-7-304 and has processed the certificate before the notices required by 12 

subsection (2)(a) are mailed or provided electronically. The department shall notify the county tax appeal board 13 

of the date of the mailing or the date when the taxpayer is informed the information is available electronically. 14 

(3) (a) If the owner of any land and improvements is dissatisfied with the appraisal as it reflects the 15 

market value of the property as determined by the department or with the classification of the land or 16 

improvements, the owner may request an informal classification and appraisal review by submitting an 17 

objection on written or electronic forms provided by the department for that purpose or by checking a box on the 18 

notice and returning it to the department in a manner prescribed by the department. 19 

(i) For property other than class three property described in 15-6-133, class four property 20 

described in 15-6-134, class ten property described in 15-6-143, and centrally assessed property described in 21 

15-23-101, the objection must be submitted within 30 days from the date on the notice. 22 

(ii) For class three property described in 15-6-133, class four property described in 15-6-134, and 23 

class ten property described in 15-6-143, the objection may be made only once each valuation cycle. An 24 

objection must be made in writing or by checking a box on the notice within 30 days from the date on the 25 

classification and appraisal notice for a reduction in the appraised value to be considered for both years of the 26 

2-year valuation cycle. An objection made more than 30 days from the date of the classification and appraisal 27 

notice will be applicable only for the second year of the 2-year valuation cycle. For an objection to apply to the 28 
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second year of the valuation cycle, the taxpayer shall make the objection in writing or by checking a box on the 1 

notice no later than June 1 of the second year of the valuation cycle or, if a classification and appraisal notice is 2 

received in the second year of the valuation cycle, within 30 days from the date on the notice. 3 

(iii) For centrally assessed property described in 15-23-101(2)(a), the objection must be submitted 4 

within 20 days from the date on the notice. A taxpayer may submit an objection up to 10 days after this deadline 5 

on request to the department. 6 

(iv) (A) For centrally assessed property described in 15-23-101(2)(b) and (2)(c), an objection to the 7 

valuation or classification may be made only once each valuation cycle. An objection must be made in writing 8 

within the time period specified in subsection (3)(a)(iii) for a reduction in the appraised value to be considered 9 

for both years of the 2-year valuation cycle. An objection made after the deadline specified in subsection 10 

(3)(a)(iii) will be applicable only for the second year of the 2-year valuation cycle. For an objection to apply to 11 

the second year of the valuation cycle, the taxpayer shall make the objection in writing no later than June 1 of 12 

the second year of the valuation cycle or, if a classification and appraisal notice is received in the second year 13 

of the valuation cycle, within the time period specified in subsection (3)(a)(iii). 14 

(B) If a property owner has exhausted the right to object to a valuation, as provided for in 15 

subsection (3)(a)(iv)(A), the property owner may ask the department to consider extenuating circumstances to 16 

adjust the value of property described in 15-23-101(2)(b) or (2)(c). Occurrences that may result in an 17 

adjustment to the value include but are not limited to extraordinary, unusual, or infrequent events that are 18 

material in nature and of a character different from the typical or customary business operations, that are not 19 

expected to recur frequently, and that are not normally considered in the evaluation of the operating results of a 20 

business, including bankruptcies, acquisitions, sales of assets, or mergers. 21 

(b) If the objection relates to residential or commercial property and the objector agrees to the 22 

confidentiality requirements, the department shall provide to the objector, by posted mail or electronically, within 23 

8 weeks of submission of the objection, the following information: 24 

(i) the methodology and sources of data used by the department in the valuation of the property; 25 

and 26 

(ii) if the department uses a blend of evaluations developed from various sources, the reasons that 27 

the methodology was used. 28 
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(c) At the request of the objector or a representative of the objector, and only if the objector or 1 

representative signs a written or electronic confidentiality agreement, the department shall provide in written or 2 

electronic form: 3 

(i) comparable sales data used by the department to value the property; 4 

(ii) sales data used by the department to value residential property in the property taxpayer's 5 

market model area; and 6 

(iii) if the cost approach was used by the department to value residential property, the 7 

documentation required in 15-8-111(3) regarding why the comparable sales approach was not reliable. 8 

(d) For properties valued using the income approach as one approximation of market value, notice 9 

must be provided that the taxpayer will be given a form to acknowledge confidentiality requirements for the 10 

receipt of all aggregate model output that the department used in the valuation model for the property. 11 

(e) The review must be conducted informally and is not subject to the contested case procedures 12 

of the Montana Administrative Procedure Act. As a part of the review, the department may consider the actual 13 

selling price of the property and other relevant information presented by the taxpayer in support of the 14 

taxpayer's opinion as to the market value of the property. The department shall consider an independent 15 

appraisal provided by the taxpayer if the appraisal meets standards set by the Montana board of real estate 16 

appraisers and the appraisal was completed within 6 months of the valuation date pursuant to 15-8-201. If the 17 

department does not use the appraisal provided by the taxpayer in conducting the appeal, the department shall 18 

provide to the taxpayer the reason for not using the appraisal. The department shall give reasonable notice to 19 

the taxpayer of the time and place of the review. 20 

(f) After the review, the department shall determine the correct appraisal and classification of the 21 

land or improvements and notify the taxpayer of its determination by mail or electronically. The department may 22 

not determine an appraised value that is higher than the value that was the subject of the objection unless the 23 

reason for an increase was the result of a physical change in the property or caused by an error in the 24 

description of the property or data available for the property that is kept by the department and used for 25 

calculating the appraised value. In the notification, the department shall state its reasons for revising the 26 

classification or appraisal. When the proper appraisal and classification have been determined, the land must 27 

be classified and the improvements appraised in the manner ordered by the department. 28 
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(4) Whether a review as provided in subsection (3) is held or not, the department may not adjust 1 

an appraisal or classification upon the taxpayer's objection unless: 2 

(a) the taxpayer has submitted an objection on written or electronic forms provided by the 3 

department or by checking a box on the notice; and 4 

(b) the department has provided to the objector by mail or electronically its stated reason in writing 5 

for making the adjustment. 6 

(5) A taxpayer's written objection or objection made by checking a box on the notice and 7 

supplemental information provided by a taxpayer that elects to check a box on the notice to a classification or 8 

appraisal and the department's notification to the taxpayer of its determination and the reason for that 9 

determination are public records. The department shall make the records available for inspection during regular 10 

office hours. 11 

(6) Except as provided in 15-2-302 and 15-23-102, if a property owner feels aggrieved by the 12 

classification or appraisal made by the department after the review provided for in subsection (3), the property 13 

owner has the right to first appeal to the county tax appeal board and then to the Montana tax appeal board, 14 

whose findings are final subject to the right of review in the courts. The appeal to the county tax appeal board, 15 

pursuant to 15-15-102, must be filed within 30 days from the date on the notice of the department's 16 

determination. A county tax appeal board or the Montana tax appeal board may consider the actual selling price 17 

of the property, independent appraisals of the property, negative property features that differentiate the subject 18 

property from the department's comparable sales, and other relevant information presented by the taxpayer as 19 

evidence of the market value of the property. If the county tax appeal board or the Montana tax appeal board 20 

determines that an adjustment should be made, the department shall adjust the base value of the property in 21 

accordance with the board's order." 22 

 23 

SECTION 7. SECTION 15-10-420, MCA, IS AMENDED TO READ: 24 

"15-10-420. Procedure for calculating levy. (1) (a) Subject to the provisions of this section, a 25 

governmental entity that is authorized to impose mills may impose a mill levy sufficient to generate the amount 26 

of property taxes actually assessed in the prior year plus one-half of the average rate of inflation for the prior 3 27 

years. The maximum number of mills that a governmental entity may impose is established by calculating the 28 
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number of mills required to generate the amount of property tax actually assessed in the governmental unit in 1 

the prior year based on the current year taxable value, less the current year's newly taxable value, plus one-half 2 

of the average rate of inflation for the prior 3 years. 3 

(b) A governmental entity that does not impose the maximum number of mills authorized under 4 

subsection (1)(a) may carry forward the authority to impose the number of mills equal to the difference between 5 

the actual number of mills imposed and the maximum number of mills authorized to be imposed. The mill 6 

authority carried forward may be imposed in a subsequent tax year. 7 

(c) For the purposes of subsection (1)(a), the department shall calculate one-half of the average 8 

rate of inflation for the prior 3 years by using the consumer price index, U.S. city average, all urban consumers, 9 

using the 1982-84 base of 100, as published by the bureau of labor statistics of the United States department of 10 

labor. 11 

(2) A governmental entity may apply the levy calculated pursuant to subsection (1)(a) plus any 12 

additional levies authorized by the voters, as provided in 15-10-425, to all property in the governmental unit, 13 

including newly taxable property. 14 

(3) (a) For purposes of this section, newly taxable property includes: 15 

(i) annexation of real property and improvements into a taxing unit; 16 

(ii) construction, expansion, or remodeling of improvements; 17 

(iii) transfer of property into a taxing unit; 18 

(iv) subdivision of real property; and 19 

(v) transfer of property from tax-exempt to taxable status. 20 

(b) Newly taxable property does not include an increase in value that arises because of an 21 

increase in the incremental value within a tax increment financing district. 22 

(4) (a) For the purposes of subsection (1), the taxable value of newly taxable property includes the 23 

release of taxable value from the incremental taxable value of a tax increment financing district because of: 24 

(i) a change in the boundary of a tax increment financing district; 25 

(ii) an increase in the base value of the tax increment financing district pursuant to 7-15-4287; or 26 

(iii) the termination of a tax increment financing district. 27 

(b) If a tax increment financing district terminates prior to the certification of taxable values as 28 
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required in 15-10-202, the increment value is reported as newly taxable property in the year in which the tax 1 

increment financing district terminates. If a tax increment financing district terminates after the certification of 2 

taxable values as required in 15-10-202, the increment value is reported as newly taxable property in the 3 

following tax year. 4 

(c) For the purpose of subsection (3)(a)(ii), the value of newly taxable class four property that was 5 

constructed, expanded, or remodeled property since the completion of the last reappraisal cycle is the current 6 

year market value of that property less the previous year market value of that property. 7 

(d) For the purpose of subsection (3)(a)(iv), the subdivision of real property includes the first sale 8 

of real property that results in the property being taxable as class four property under 15-6-134 or as 9 

nonqualified agricultural land as described in 15-6-133(1)(c). 10 

(5) Subject to subsection (8), subsection (1)(a) does not apply to: 11 

(a) school district levies established in Title 20; or 12 

(b) a mill levy imposed for a newly created regional resource authority. 13 

(6) For purposes of subsection (1)(a), taxes imposed do not include net or gross proceeds taxes 14 

received under 15-6-131 and 15-6-132. 15 

(7) In determining the maximum number of mills in subsection (1)(a), the governmental entity: 16 

(a) may increase the number of mills to account for a decrease in reimbursements; and 17 

(b) may not increase the number of mills to account for a loss of tax base because of legislative 18 

action that is reimbursed under the provisions of 15-1-121(7); and 19 

(c)  may not include revenue distributed to a county to provide state property tax assistance 20 

pursuant to [section 32] [section 35]. 21 

(8) The department shall calculate, on a statewide basis, the number of mills to be imposed for 22 

purposes of 15-10-109, 20-9-331, 20-9-333, 20-9-360, and 20-25-439. However, the number of mills calculated 23 

by the department may not exceed the mill levy limits established in those sections. The mill calculation must 24 

be established in tenths of mills. If the mill levy calculation does not result in an even tenth of a mill, then the 25 

calculation must be rounded up to the nearest tenth of a mill. 26 

(9) (a) The provisions of subsection (1) do not prevent or restrict: 27 

(i) a judgment levy under 2-9-316, 7-6-4015, or 7-7-2202; 28 
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(ii) a levy to repay taxes paid under protest as provided in 15-1-402; 1 

(iii) an emergency levy authorized under 10-3-405, 20-9-168, or 20-15-326; 2 

(iv) a levy for the support of a study commission under 7-3-184; 3 

(v) a levy for the support of a newly established regional resource authority; 4 

(vi) the portion that is the amount in excess of the base contribution of a governmental entity's 5 

property tax levy for contributions for group benefits excluded under 2-9-212 or 2-18-703; 6 

(vii) a levy for reimbursing a county for costs incurred in transferring property records to an 7 

adjoining county under 7-2-2807 upon relocation of a county boundary; 8 

(viii) a levy used to fund the sheriffs' retirement system under 19-7-404(3)(b); or 9 

(ix) a governmental entity from levying mills for the support of an airport authority in existence prior 10 

to May 7, 2019, regardless of the amount of the levy imposed for the support of the airport authority in the past. 11 

The levy under this subsection (9)(a)(ix) is limited to the amount in the resolution creating the authority. 12 

(b) A levy authorized under subsection (9)(a) may not be included in the amount of property taxes 13 

actually assessed in a subsequent year. 14 

(10) A governmental entity may levy mills for the support of airports as authorized in 67-10-402, 67-15 

11-301, or 67-11-302 even though the governmental entity has not imposed a levy for the airport or the airport 16 

authority in either of the previous 2 years and the airport or airport authority has not been appropriated 17 

operating funds by a county or municipality during that time. 18 

(11) The department may adopt rules to implement this section. The rules may include a method for 19 

calculating the percentage of change in valuation for purposes of determining the elimination of property, new 20 

improvements, or newly taxable value in a governmental unit." 21

SECTION 8. SECTION 15-15-101, MCA, IS AMENDED TO READ: 23 

"15-15-101. County tax appeal board -- meetings and compensation. (1) The board of county 24 

commissioners of each county shall appoint a county tax appeal board, with a minimum of three members and 25 

with the members to serve staggered terms of 3 years each. The members of each county tax appeal board 26 

must be residents of the county in which they serve. A person may not be a member of a county tax appeal 27 

board if the person was an employee of the department less than 36 months before the date of appointment. 28

(2) (a) The members receive compensation as provided in subsection (2)(b) and travel expenses, 1 

as provided for in 2-18-501 through 2-18-503, only when the county tax appeal board meets to hear taxpayers' 2 

appeals from property tax assessments or when they are attending meetings called by the Montana tax appeal 3 

board. Travel expenses and compensation must be paid from the appropriation to the Montana tax appeal 4 

board.

(b) (i) The daily compensation for a member is as follows: 6

(6) In connection with an appeal, the county tax appeal board may change any assessment or fix 24 

the assessment at some other level or determine eligibility as a primary residence pursuant to [section 33] 25 

[section 36]. Upon notification by the county tax appeal board, the county clerk and recorder shall publish a 26 

notice to taxpayers, giving the time the county tax appeal board will be in session to hear scheduled protests 27 

concerning assessments and the latest date the county tax appeal board may take applications for the 28 
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hearings. The notice must be published in a newspaper if any is printed in the county or, if none, then in the 1 

manner that the county tax appeal board directs.

(b) The county board shall provide written notification of each application that was automatically 3 

granted pursuant to subsection (2)(a) to the department, the Montana board, and any affected municipal 4 

corporation. The notice must include the name of the taxpayer and a description of the subject property. 5 

(3) The county tax appeal board shall consider an independent appraisal provided by the taxpayer 6 

if the appraisal meets standards set by the Montana board of real estate appraisers and the appraisal was 7 

conducted within 6 months of the valuation date. If the county tax appeal board does not use the appraisal 8 

provided by the taxpayer in conducting the appeal, the county board shall provide to the taxpayer the reason for 9 

not using the appraisal."

"15-16-101. Treasurer to publish notice -- manner of publication. (1) Within 10 days after the 13 

receipt of the property tax record, the county treasurer shall publish a notice specifying: 14 

(a) that one-half of all taxes levied and assessed will be due and payable before 5 p.m. on the next 15 

November 30 or within 30 days after the notice is postmarked and that unless paid prior to that time the amount 16 

then due will be delinquent and will draw interest at the rate of 5/6 of 1% a month from the time of delinquency 17 

until paid and 2% will be added to the delinquent taxes as a penalty; 18 

(b) that one-half of all taxes levied and assessed will be due and payable on or before 5 p.m. on 19 

the next May 31 and that unless paid prior to that time the taxes will be delinquent and will draw interest at the 20 

rate of 5/6 of 1% a month from the time of delinquency until paid and 2% will be added to the delinquent taxes 21 

as a penalty; and 22 

(c) the time and place at which payment of taxes may be made. 23 

(2) (a) The county treasurer shall send to the last-known address of each taxpayer a written notice, 24 

postage prepaid, showing the amount of taxes and assessments due for the current year and the amount due 25 

and delinquent for other years. The written notice must include: 26 

(i) the taxable value of the property; 27 

(ii) the total mill levy applied to that taxable value; 28 
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(iii) itemized city services and special improvement district assessments collected by the county; 1 

(iv) the number of the school district in which the property is located; 2 

(v) the amount of the total tax due itemized by mill levy that is levied as city tax, county tax, state 3 

tax, school district tax, and other tax and, for a primary residence, the total amount of state property tax 4 

assistance received under [section 32] [section 35]; 5 

(vi) an indication of which mill levies are voted levies, including voted levies to impose a new mill 6 

levy, to increase a mill levy that is required to be submitted to the electors, or to exceed the mill levy limit 7 

provided for in 15-10-420; 8 

(vii) except as provided in subsection (2)(c), an itemization of the taxes due for each mill levy and a 9 

comparison to the amount due for each mill levy in the prior year; and 10 

(viii) a notice of the availability of all the property tax assistance programs available to property 11 

taxpayers, including the state property tax assistance provided for in [section 32] [section 35], the intangible 12 

land value assistance program provided for in 15-6-240, the property tax assistance programs under Title 15, 13 

chapter 6, part 3, and the residential property tax credit for the elderly under 15-30-2337 through 15-30-2341. 14 

(b) If a tax lien is attached to the property, the notice must also include, in a manner calculated to 15 

draw attention, a statement that a tax lien is attached to the property, that failure to respond will result in loss of 16 

property, and that the taxpayer may contact the county treasurer for complete information. 17 

(c) The information required in subsection (2)(a)(vii) may be posted on the county treasurer's 18 

website instead of being included on the written notice. 19 

(3) The municipality shall, upon request of the county treasurer, provide the information to be 20 

included under subsection (2)(a)(iii) ready for mailing. 21 

(4) The notice in every case must be given as provided in 7-1-2121. Failure to publish or post 22 

notices does not relieve the taxpayer from any tax liability. Any failure to give notice of the tax due for the 23 

current year or of delinquent tax will not affect the legality of the tax. 24

A copy of the tax lien certificate 20 

must be filed by the treasurer in the office of the county clerk. A copy of the tax lien certificate must also be 21 

mailed to the person to whom the taxes were assessed, at the address of record, together with a notice that the 22 

person may contact the county treasurer for further information on property tax liens. 23

(d) to pay in whole or in part legally resolved nonpension financial liabilities of the state of 16 

Montana; 17 

(e) to replace federal funding that has been rescinded by the federal government from remaining 18

(7)(5) (a) Subject to subsections (7)(b) and (7)(c) (5)(b) and (5)(c), the board may make working 18 

capital loans from the permanent coal tax trust fund to an owner of a coal-fired generating unit.

(9)(7) The board shall adopt rules to allow a nonprofit corporation to apply for economic assistance. 11 

The rules must recognize that different criteria may be needed for nonprofit corporations than for for-profit 12 

corporations. 13 

(10)(8) All repayments of proceeds pursuant to subsection (3) of investments made from the coal 14 

severance tax trust fund must be deposited in the coal severance tax permanent fund. All repayments of 15 

proceeds pursuant to subsection (3) of investments made from the coal severance tax trust fund must be 16 

deposited in the coal severance tax permanent fund..

(9) By August 1, 2025, all loans administered by funds in the permanent coal tax trust fund 18 

pursuant to 90-6-137 and 90-6-603 must be instead administered by the funds in the Montana growth and 19 

opportunity housing trust provided for in [section 1] [section 26]."

(ii) result in the expansion of a business estimated to employ at least an additional 10 people in 27

(c) A loan made pursuant to this section does not qualify for a job credit interest rate reduction 7 

under 17-6-318. 8 

(2) A loan made pursuant to this section may not exceed 1% of the coal severance tax permanent 9 

fund and must comply with each of the following requirements: 10 

(a) (i) The business enterprise seeking a loan must have a cash equity position equal to at least 11 

25% of the total loan amount. 12 

(ii) A participating private financial institution may not require the business to have an equity 13 

position greater than 50% of the total loan amount. 14 

(iii) If additional security or guarantees, exclusive of federal guarantees, are required to cover a 15 

participating private financial institution, then the additional security or guarantees must be proportional to the 16 

amount loaned by all participants, including the board of investments. 17 

(b) The board shall provide 75% of the total loan amount. 18 

(c) The term of the loan may not exceed 15 years. 19 

(d) The board shall charge interest at the following annual rate: 20 

(i) 2% for the first 5 years if 15 or more jobs are created or retained; 21 

(ii) 4% for the first 5 years if 10 to 14 jobs are created or retained; 22 

(iii) 6% for the second 5 years; and 23 

(iv) the board's posted interest rate for the third 5 years, but not to exceed 10% a year. 24 

(e) (i) The interest rates in subsections (2)(d)(i) and (2)(d)(ii) become effective when the board 25 

receives certification that the required number of jobs has been created or as provided in subsection (2)(e)(ii). If 26 

the board disburses loan proceeds prior to creation of the required jobs, the loan must bear interest at the 27 

board's posted rate. 28 
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(ii) In establishing interest rates under subsections (2)(d)(i) and (2)(d)(ii) for preventing the 1 

elimination of jobs, the board shall require the submission of financial data that allows the board to determine if 2 

the loan and interest rate will in fact prevent the elimination of jobs.

of required jobs, the board may apply a graduated scale to increase the interest rate, not to exceed the board's 5 

posted rate.

state's average weekly wage, as defined in 39-71-116, multiplied by the number of jobs required. This 8 

calculated number is the minimum aggregate salary threshold that is required to be eligible for a reduced 9 

interest rate. If individual jobs created pay less than the state's average weekly wage, the borrower shall create 10 

more jobs to meet the minimum aggregate salary threshold. If fewer jobs are created or retained than required 11 

in subsection (2)(d)(i) or (2)(d)(ii) but aggregate salaries meet the minimum aggregate salary threshold, the 12 

borrower is eligible for the reduced interest rate. A job paying less than the minimum wage, provided for in 39-13

(h) (i) A participating private financial institution may charge interest in an amount equal to the 15 

national prime interest rate, adjusted on January 1 of each year, but the interest rate may not be less than 6% 16 

or greater than 12%. 17 

(ii) At the borrower's discretion, the borrower may request the lead lender to change this prime 18 

rate to an adjustable or fixed rate on terms acceptable to the borrower and lender. 19 

(iii) A participating private financial institution, or lead private financial institution if more than one is 20 

participating, may charge a 0.5% annual service fee. 21 

(i) The business enterprise may not be charged a loan prepayment penalty. 22 

(j) The loan agreement must contain provisions providing for pro rata lien priority and pro rata 23 

liquidation provisions based on the loan percentage of the board and each participating private lender. 24 

(3) If a portion of a loan made pursuant to this section is for construction, disbursement of that 25 

portion of the loan must be made based on the percentage of completion to ensure that the construction portion 26 

of the loan is advanced prior to completion of the project. 27 

(4) A private financial institution shall participate in a loan made pursuant to this section to the 28 
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extent of 85% of its lending limit or 25% of the loan, whichever is less. However, the board's participation in the 1 

loan must be 75% of the loan amount. 2 

(5) (a) Except as provided in subsections (5)(b) and (5)(c), a business enterprise receiving a loan 3 

under the provisions of this section may not pay bonuses or dividends to investors until the loan has been paid 4 

off, except that incentives may be paid to employees for achieving performance standards or goals. 5 

(b) A business enterprise for the production of ethanol to be used as provided in Title 15, chapter 6 

70, part 5, may pay dividends to investors and bonuses to employees if the business enterprise is current on its 7 

loan payments and has available funds equal to at least 15% of the outstanding principal balance of the loan. 8 

(c) A public utility may pay dividends to investors and bonuses to employees if the public utility is 9 

current on its loan payments and has available funds equal to at least 15% of the outstanding principal balance 10 

of the loan. 11 

(6) The board may adopt rules that it considers necessary to implement this section." 12

purpose of providing loans for the development and preservation of homes and apartments to assist low-25 

income and moderate-income persons with meeting their basic housing needs pursuant to 90-6-137. 26

Section 22. Section 17-6-801, MCA, is amended to read: 28 
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"17-6-801. Montana housing infrastructure revolving loan fund account. (1) There is a Montana 1 

housing infrastructure revolving loan fund account within the state special revenue fund type established in 17-2 

2-102 in the Montana growth and opportunity trust to the credit of the board of investments. Money deposited in 3 

the account established in this section must be invested by the board of investments as provided by law. 4 

(2) The principal of the account may only be appropriated by a vote of two-thirds of the members 5 

of each house of the legislature."
