11 Section 1. Section 87-2-105, MCA, is amended to read:
12 "87-2-105. Hunter safety and education required. (1) Except for a youth who qualifies for a license
13 pursuant to 87-2-805(4) or a person who has been issued an apprentice hunting certificate pursuant to 87-2-
14 810, a hunting license may not be issued to a person born after January 1, 1985, unless the person authorized
15  toissue the license determines proof of completion of:
16 (a) a Montana hunter safety and education course established in subsection (4) or (6);
17 (b) a hunter safety course in any other state or province; or
18 (c) a Montana hunter safety and education course that qualifies the person for a provisional
19 certificate as provided in 87-2-126.
20 (2) A hunting license may not be issued to a member of the regular armed forces of the United
21 States or to a member of the armed forces of a foreign government attached to the armed forces of the United
22 States who is assigned to active duty in Montana and who is otherwise considered a resident under 87-2-
23 102(1) or to a member's spouse or dependent, as defined in 87-2-102, who resides in the member's household,
24 unless the person authorized to issue the license determines proof of completion of a hunter safety and
25 education course approved by the department AND SUBJECT TO SUBSECTION (8), or a hunter safety course in any
26 state or province.
27 (3) A bow and arrow license may not be issued to a resident or nonresident unless the person
