Section 1. Section 10-2-108, MCA, is amended to read: 12 

"10-2-108. Veterans and surviving spouses state special revenue account. (1) There is a 13 

veterans and surviving spouses account in the state special revenue fund to be administered by the veterans' 14 

affairs division of the department of military affairs. The account consists of revenue deposited pursuant to 16-15 

12-111. 16 

(2) The account must be used to provide services and assistance for all Montana veterans and 17 

surviving spouses and dependents." 18

Section 2. Section 16-12-101, MCA, is amended to read: 20 

"16-12-101. Short title -- purpose. (1) This chapter may be cited as the "Montana Marijuana 21 

Regulation and Taxation Act". 22 

(2) The purpose of this chapter is to: 23 

(a) provide for legal possession and use of limited amounts of marijuana legal for adults 21 years 24 

of age or older; 25 

(b) provide for the licensure and regulation of the cultivation, manufacture, production, distribution, 26 

transportation, and sale of marijuana and marijuana products; 27
